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The objectives of this thesis are to study the behavior and pattern of news media use including uses
and gratifioations. The rescarch methodology is survey research by using questionnaire in gathering data.
Groups of sample are drawn from Chulalongkom university students whioly are olassified by gender, subjeot

disoiplines and personality types. Total of sample are 408 persons. The research outcomes are as follows -

1. The quantity of time using by respondents in listening to radio is 1-2 hours a day and spending about
half an hour attend to radio news program. The convenience of time in listening to news program from
Radie Thailand Station is in the moming and evening program in which most of them only pay attention
to headline news., Moreover, Respondents prefer to attend news program from news and music format

stations.

About the quantity of time using in watching television is 3-4 hours a day and spending about

half an hour attend to television news program from channel 3, ITV, and ohannel 7 respeotively.

2. The oharaoteristios of respondents which are classified by gender, subject disoiplines and personality
types show the same of high degree that are agreeable to the opinion about media news exposwre is
important in today living by indicating no significant difference in wejght value given. However, there

are different in news content preference set among the difference characteristics of respondents.

3. The news content preference set occuring from the expectation of media news exposure to fulfill 3 major
needs which are ocognitive needs ; to get oriented about events in different parts of environment. The
seoond is personal identity ; to gain self knowledge and finding model of behavior to support social role.
