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The purposes of this research wereto compare drawings of hearing
impaired children with those of normal children of the same age and same sex
in special education demonstrating class of La-or utit kindergarten,
Ratanakosin United Colleges of Suandusit.

The population was students from special education demonstrating class
of La-or utit kindergarten, Ratanakosin United Colieges of Suandusit, aged
4 - 6 years old. There were 30 hearing impaired children, their hearing loss
were from 55 - 110 decibels and 45 normal children.

The research instrument was the Goodenough-Harris Drawing Test,
administered by the researcher. The obtained data was analyzed by mean of t-test
with a statistical significant difference at the level of .05

The findings of this research in comparing drawings of hearing
impaired children and normal children were as follows :

1. There was no statistically significant difference between figure .
drawing mark scores of hearing impaired children and those of normal children
of the same age. Z

2. There was no statistically significant difference between figure
drawing mark scores of hearing impaired .-hildren and those of normal children
of the same sex.

3. When analyzing the artistic expression of hearing impaired children
and normal children based on the steps of artistic development of Lowenfeld,
the results showed that they were nosignificant differences. Only few hearing
impaired children showed lack of self-confidence and emotional disturbed,
.furthermore they drew details of clothes in their pictures than normal
children did; such as; pins, belts, buttons and shoelaces etc.
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
