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Chuang Tzu considers that everything is in the continous proc ess of
change without '"the begimning" or "the end". The concept of beginning or
ending is created by man who indicates that one point of the process of
change is birth while the other is death, treasuring this short period of
time between birth and death, rejoicing in birth and life while feeling grief
and being terrified with death. Chuang Tzu believes that death is a matural
part of the process of change that is inevitable. Birth and death is a
process of transformation from one form of existence to another and both are
just as "enchanting and beautiful"

The most important point in the concept of death in The Chuang Tzu
is that it demonstrates man's interaction with life and death with the
attitude of involvement and free response to every situation in life without
being biased or clinging to old beliefs. Therefore, the situation of facing
death is "fresh'" in the respect that it is free from any idea that has been
instilled by luman values and traditions that see death as a great loss like
the tradition of Confucius.

Apart from the attitude of wonder and admiration, we also find
another attitude towards death from Chuang Tzu's singing and playing music,
which clearly reflects an aesthetic attitude. This aesthetic enchantment or
imaer sion with death is what Chuang Tzu uses as a principle to lead life
freely in "non-action, (Wu-Wei)". Disasters are no longer terrifying. On
the contxary, in the midst of those disasters there lies the life of freedom
which is one with "The Way' (Tao).
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
