The purposes of this research are as follows :

(1) to analyze the content of news on GATT Uruguay Round Negotiations (GATT UR)
presented in various types of newspapers, (2) to survey the media exposure of GATT UR information
receivers, and (3) to study the relationship between media exposure and the level of the knowledge
on GATT UR.

The amount of 909 issues of 6 different types of newspapers, namely Thai Rath, Matichon,
Bangkok Post, Phoo Jad Karn, Tharn Setakij and Khao Parnich, published from November 1993 to
May 1994 were purposively selected for the content analysis. In survey study, samples of 445
attendants in GATT UR seminars, held by government agencies, were asked to answer the mailed

questionnaires.

Results are as follows :

1. The frequency of the presentation of GATT UR news in 6 different types of newspapers
is different (statistically significant at .05 level). The Bangkok Post has higher frequency rate in
presenting news on GATT UR than Tharn Setakij. The issues that are most frequently presented
are those related to market access, followed by trade in services and agriculture, at the ratio of
20.3%, 16.6% and 12.5%, respectively, of the total presentation on GATT topics in 6 types of
newspapers.

2. There is no correlation between the frequency of media exposure (both seminar
attendance and newspaper reading) and the level of knowledge on GATT UR. This means that those

who mostly expose themselves to media do not acquire the highest knowledge on the matter.
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
