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ABSTRACT

The screening of, causal grounds at the stageibefore the
hearing of court will prevent £he persons who have reasons to be
believed'innocent from being prosecuted; and at the same time
those who have reasons. to be believed guilty will be prosecuted
and convicted by the court, and those who have been prosecuted,

but have reasons to be believed innocent will not become defendants.

Good 'sereening would result in possibility of speeding up
court's proceedingsy and produce adequate facts and findings for
proving the. . guilt of defendants, and in/case there are reasons to
believe later that the defendaﬁt has not committed the offense,

prosecution will' be ‘withdrawn immediately.

The screenings therefore, are divided into 2 types i.e.
screenings by way of investigating officials and public prosecutors

and those by way of the courts.



It appears that the screenings are not yet satisfactory,
that is to say, some innocent persons have been prosecuted, and
some have been convicted by the courts, while the real offenders
have been able to escape convictions, @ndsthere are many cases.in
- which defective screenings have let the prosecuted offender escape
conviction, and it was.found that the innocent persons have not
obtained protection fully, as they should obtain more than it is
at present, because the orders on the cases of public prosecutors
and the decisiongito accept the cases of £he courts are mostly too
randomly made, stigking to the prineiple of prosecute first and
accept the case first in the same manner or this may result from
defective investigation record-or the 'collection of facts and
findings that are disadvamtageous to the aﬁcused only, or the delay
in sending investigation record to the public prosecutor, or the
practise of theéjcourt in the preliminary iﬁquiry on' the cause
of prosecution which has Ilimitations in that it requires the
presentation of personal witnes; in the inquiry or the inadequacy

of the inquiry of plaintiff's witness in felony cases.

This study results in suggestions for improvement of the
~defects in the screening of causal grounds i.e. it is advisable
that There should bejadcontrol On theis€reening At the stags of
investigation by limiting the duration of detention during
investigation, the control by 3rd person, and the control by

specifying that investigation record must be correctly made.



As for the screenings at the stage of making order of public

prosecutor and the inquiry on the causal grounds of the court,
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
