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This survey research aimed to: 1) explore lifestyles, media exposure and
innovation adoptions, and, 2) examine the relationships of such three variables of
the elderly consumers. By using questionnaires, the data were collected from 400

samples, aged 60 years old and older, living in Bangkok.

The results unveiled 10 lifestyle segments. They were: 1. the modish, 2.
the lively, 3. the compassionated, 4. the energetic, 5. the earnest, 6. the day seizers,
7. the stay-home, 8. the chillax grandparents, 9. the exuberant, and 10. the
conventional. In addition, for traditional media, the elderly consumers were highly
exposed to television and newspapers more than others. Meanwhile, the had low
level of exposure to all types of new media. Similarly, the innovation adoption rate
was also low. Elaborately, the lively and the earnest lifestyles were the only two

segments having positive relationship with such adoption.
