PORNCHARAS ~ SUPIRIYAPIN:  PUBLIC  RELATIONS' STRATEGY AND
EFFECTIVENESS OF CELEBRITY ENDORSER IN INTERNATIONL NON-PROFIT
ORGANIZATIONS. ADVISOR: TATRI TAIPHAPOON, Ph.D., 125 pp.

This thesis is aimed to study (1) strategies of celebrity endorser in non-
profit organizations’ public relation and (2) levels and relations of cognition,
attitude and participative behaviors from celebrity endorser in non-profit
organizations’ public relation. This research is divided into 2 parts: qualitative
research was conducted by in-depth interviewing the communication staffs of
UNICEF Thailand and WWF Thailand; another part, quantitative research, was
conducted by surveying with questionnaires from 400 males and females aged
from 18 years old in Bangkok, knowing UNICEF and WWF.

The results found that celebrity endorser strategies of UNICEF and WWF
Thailand are similar in criteria according with FRED principle. These NPOs adapted
breakthrough nonprofit branding to their strategies: 360 degrees communication,
network building and supporters’ participation. Their strategies had a few
differences in details in due to different objectives, target audiences and campaign

contents.

The qualitative research's results showed that the most of samples had
ever seen UNICEF’s and WWF’s public relations with celebrity endorser. They
could only recognize UNICEF’s latest ambassadors. The samples generally had
attitude in agreeing way. Moreover, the samples felt indifferent about participative
behaviors. Regarding hypothesizes, the results found that (1) the cognition of
celebrity endorser in public relations of these NPO organizations did not relate
with the attitude toward those public relations; (2) the cognition of celebrity
endorser in public relations of these NPO organizations significantly related with
participative behaviors; (3) the attitude toward celebrity endorser in public
relations of these NPO organizations significantly related with participative
behaviors and (4) the cognition and the attitude towards celebrity endorser in
public relations of these NPO organizations significantly related with participative
behaviors. The attitude is the most efficient predictor variable.
