The purpose of this research was to examine the mediating effects of empathy and alienation on the
association between social dominance orientation and ambivalent sexism as well as between right-wing
authoritarianism and ambivalent sexism. One hundred and eighty Chulalongkorn University’s undergraduate
students completed questionnaires measuring social dominance orientation, right-wing authoritarianism,
empathy, alienation and ambivalent sexism. The data was then analyzed using Pearson’s Correlation

Coefficient and Regression Analysis.

Results are as follow:
1. Social dominance orientation significantly correlates positively with ambivalent sexism (r = .23, p < .01).
2. Social dominance orientation significantly correlates negatively with empathy (r = -.39, p < .01).
3. There is no significant correlation between social dominance orientation and alienation (r= .12, p > .05).
4. Right-wing authoritarianism significantly correlates positively with ambivalent sexism (r = .48, p < .01).
5. Social dominance orientation significantly correlates positively with right-wing authoritarianism
(r=.34,p<.01).
6. Social dominance orientation and right-wing autharitarianism can significantly predict ambivalent sexism
(B =.225,p < .01 and B = .478, p < .001, respectively).
6.1 Empathy and alienation are not mediators between social dominance orientation, right-wing

authoritarianism, and ambivalent sexism.
