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The study aimed to examine relationships among five personality
dimensions, psychological capital, and happiness. Participants were 160
undergraduate students. They were selected conveniently. Instruments were Big
Five Scale, Psychological Capital Scale, Happiness Scale. Pearson’s product
moment correlation coefficient and multiple regression analysis with enter method
were used to analyse the data. Findings revealed as below.

1. Extraversion, conscientiousness, agreeableness and openness to
experience were significantly and positively correlated with happiness of
undergraduate students (r= .48, p<.01;r=.52,p< .01, r=.38, p< .01, r=.37,p
< .01 respectively)

2. Neuroticism was significantly and negatively correlated with happiness of
undergraduate students (r=-.54, p < .01)

3. Psychological capital was significantly and positively correlated with
happiness of undergraduate students (r= .67, p <.01)

4. Five personality dimensions and psychological capital significantly
predicted student’s happiness and accounted for 55 percent of the total variance of
happiness. The most significant predictors of happiness was psychological capital

(,B = 0.38, p <.01), followed by neuroticism (,B =-0.23, p <.01), and extraversion
