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The purpose of this research was to examine the effects of healthy perfectionism and
unhealthy perfectionism on academic achievement and psychological well-being. Two hundred
and seventy undergraduate students in Chulalongkorn University completed the measures of
perfectionism, academic achievement and psychological well-being (life satisfaction and
positive and negative affect) in random orders.

Results are as follow:

1. Healthy perfectionism significantly predicts psychological well-being and explains 11%
of the variance in psychological well-being (R’ = .11, =0.48, p<.001)

2. Unhealthy perfectionism significantly predicts psychological well-being and explains
21% of the variance in psychological well-being (R°= .21, B =-0.41,p<.001)

3. Healthy perfectionism significantly predicts academic achievement and explains 14% of
the variance in academic achievement (R2= 14, B =0.43, p <.001)

4. Unhealthy perfectionism significantly predicts academic achievement and explains 8%

of the variance in academic achievement (Rzz .08, p =-0.36, p <.001)
