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The purpose of this research was to study the effects of both anxious and avoidant
attachment styles on work-nonwork interference and work-nonwork enhancement. Participants
were two hundred and one who was currently working and completed a set of questionnaires

assessing their attachment styles and work-life balance respectively.

Results indicate that

1. Anxious attachment style (61 = .16, p < .05) significantly predicted work interfere with
life and explained 4% of the variation in work interfere with life (R 2= 04, p < .05).

2. Anxious attachment style ([32 = .34, p < .001) significantly predicted life interfere with
work and explained 9% of the variation in life interfere with work (R2 =.09, p <.001).

3. Anxious attachment style (63 =.17, p < .05) and work hours (84 =.29, p<.001)
significantly predicted work interfere with life and explained 12% of the variation in work

interfere with life (R = .12, p < .001).
