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The purpose of this study was to study the relationships among work stress, sensation
seeking, psychological well-being and smoking behavior. Participants were 150 engineers from
private organizations in Bangkok. Participants answered questionnaires of Work Stress Scale,
Sensation Seeking Scale, Psychological Well-Being Scale and Smoking Behavior Scale. Multiple
Regression Analysis (Stepwise method) was used for statistical analyses.

The results are as follows:
1. Smoking behavior is positively and significantly correlated with Work stress

(r=.41, p<.05)

2. Smoking behavior is negatively and significantly correlated with Psychological
well-being (r=-.18, p<.05)
3. Smoking behavior is not correlated with Sensation seeking (r =-.14, p>.05)

4. Work Stress significantly predicts Smoking behavior (,3 A471=, p<.001)
