CHAPTER II1

ANALYSES OF DATA AND FINDINGS

As stated in the method of gathering data, this study employed
the questionnaire jechnique to obtain data about male and female adples-
Cents* perception of their parents' behaviors concerning child rearing
practices and expectation of their children®s school achievement. The
data on adolescents® anxieties and fantasies toward school achievement
also were obtained through questiotnaires. In order to answer the
questions presented in chapter I under the purposes of this study the
writer used the chi square technique to determine the differences between
maie and female adolescents® percepiion of their fathers® and mothers®
behaviors. Also the same technique was employed to test the significance
of differences between fathers® and mothers® behaviors as perceived by
adolescents concerning child rearing proctices.

The data were grouped under "Muturance™, "Instrumental Comparionship” &
gtc, as in the study of Dervereux, Bronfenbremmer amd Suci. The parants®
expectation behavior o1 school achievement and their reinforcement behaviors
were group seperately.

The adolescents® perception of “Myself”, "Hy mother” and "My Father”
&s obtained irom Osgood®s Semantic Differential seales are presenied in
graph from.

Detailed data invwolving the computetions in ¢these amalyses are not
given here.

The percentages of fathexs and mothers who used materia) ineeniives "gives me something when I get
high marks” (all the time and most of the time) are not quite high; {omly 22,00 perceni of boys and 22 percent of
girlsi. The similar percentages of males and females (23,15 percent and 19.50 respectively) report their faghers®
behavior on the same item, However, orly a small perceniage of males repori that their parenis use physical punish=

ment, thelr pareats are not interesied in their school performance,

“Expects too much of me,” "Is always dissatisfy with my work" Bs reported by female subjects. It is also shown that
males tend fo perceive their pavents as“more” frequently using reinforcement incentives with regard to their scheool
achievement than girls, For example 60 znd 56 percent of males mentioned having preise from their mothers and
fathers respectively, while only 48 and 41 percent of femsles responded similazly.

The data also shows some types of punishment which were used by parents when their children received low marks.

However, the frequercy of punishment is quite low, Both fathers and mothers seldom use physieal punishment,
