CHAPTER I1

METHODS AND PROCEDURES

The sample of this study was drawn from a school the population
of which is middie ¢lass., The total sample consists of 95 males and
23 females who are studying in Platayom Suksa 1, 2, 3 {8th, 9th, and 10th
grades). The average age of males and females is 14.4 years. The school
has a total enrollmeni of 551 males, 310 females, distribuied from Prathom
1 {1st grade} through Matayom Suksa 3 (lOth grade). The socio-ecanomic
background of ihe subjects® families, such as their parents® otcupations,
educagional level, and income, is presented im Tables 1, 2 and 3.

The schonl is one of the few co-educational schools in Bangkek which
held classes from Prathom 1 through Mataysm Suksa 3 in 1963 {(lst gwade through
10ih grade}). The enroliment of this school is 861 students, 551 males and
310 females,

The principal of this schocl is interested in research: She is willing
to make her school availsble to any student from the Faculty of Education
who 15 engaged in research project. The students im this schoecl, thereforve,
are requested to be co-oparative with anyone who is at the school for gather-
ing data, The wriier had her practice teaching in the school: she knows most
of the teachers there. All subjects who are studying in Pietayom Suksa 2
were her students when she had her practice teaching. The writer is happy
to say that she received wonderful co-operstion as far as date collecting

Method of gathering Data

The instruments which were employed in this study are divided

into two difierent kinds:
1. A questiaﬁnaire ocn child rearing préctices parents expecta-
tions, and subjects anxiety about the school achievement.
2, Semaitic Differential Scales,

The questic¢aonaire

The gquestionnaire consisis of 32 items, The first 20 items are
translated from the study of American and West German Children by
Devereux, Brofenbremner and Suci. This questionuaire covered 9 factors:
nurturance, instfumental conpanionship, priscipled discipline, Pres=
cription of responsibility, power, physical punishment , achievement
pressure, deprivation of privilages, and expressive rejection.

The writer has added 12 newly construcied items which attempt
to measure the adolescemts® percepiion of their paremts® expectations,
and their reward and punishment behaviors toward schoel achievement.
Some of these items are based on questions originally used by Rosen {13)
in his study of American and Erszilian Children, Out of these 12 items,
5 questions attempt to measure adolescent males® and females' anxieties
and fantasies about school achievement. (See Appendixes A & B).

On the questicnnaire forms, the items appeared im rapndom order.
The questiens c¢oncerning the mother were plaged first on half of the
questionnalres, while on the other half t{he e¢hildren were asked first
about the father. The rationale for this areangement is that of

balancing the effects of response "set” as stated by Devereux and his
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associates {1 p., 491),
Sementic Differential Scales

Semzntic Differential Secales (3) are used to investingate the
manner in which the child perceived himself and others, In particular,
in the judgment of himself it is felt that such a scale would be an in-
dividual®s global conscious assessment of himself. For Judgments of mother
and father, the same scale is used, While there are o great number of
questions throughout the questionnaire which deal with the individual®s
perception of his parents, nowhere do we ask the student to make a global
judgment of his parents. This scale fulfills this role, An example of
the scale follows:

The semantic differsntial test is a group to paired-opposites
{or bi-polar adjectives) esch of which is on a seven point scale. The
respondent is asked to judge 2 particulsr concept on each of these
scales by ehoosing one of the SE?en.puintS on the scale {See Appendix C & D).

Each individual is asked to place a check (v") inm the box which
he{she) feels represeats his (her) judgment of the concept on aach scale,

In this research we have used the following concepts om which
we asked the studenis to make judgments: (1) "Myself", (2) "My mother"
and {3} "Wy fathar",

Osgood’s (10) original instructions for the admimistration of
these scales were translated directly inte Thai and pre-tested, They
were found to be inadequate for use in our sample. Therefore, new
instructions were written which were more suitable for our sample

(see Appendexes C & D),

As mentioned previously most of the sckle used ir the present
study were originally in English, translations, therefore, were required.
The process of transiation was as follows:w

1. Two individuals separstely translated all the questions into
Thai,

2. ‘After the first translation was completed, these two indivi-
duals met and diseussed any differences and attempied to resolve then
to the satisfaciion of both translators,

3. The entire questionnaire was independently translated back
into Englisk by a third person who was not fsmiliar with this project
and then ehecked with the original copy by » native speaker of Englisk,
If there were any differences between the original English and the ¢ran-
slation of Thai copy, the third trenslator met with the firsi twoe and
together they made the appropriate changes,

4. The final version of the Thai questionnaire was reviewed by
a Thai language specialist and a Thai psychologist, both of whom are
fluent in English. Corrections were made following their criticism,

The administration procedures consisted of two sessions. The
subjects were first asked to respond to questions om child rearing
praciices, and the expectations of their perents. Alihough there was
no time limitation, they all finished within half an hour. Then,
Semantic Differential Scales on self and other evalustions and some
sentence completion questions were administered again they were allowed
to take as much time as they wanted, The researcher told them to do it
independently and not to discuss the questions with their friends, The

latter session took about forty minutes to finish,

Adolescenis: Boys and girls who are studying in Matayom Suksa 1, 2 and 3

{grade 8th,

Gth and 10th) and whose sverage age is over id years old,

The Middle Class Femilies: Any family, from which subjects of this study

is a college graduate.

- Slaps me.
~ Spanks me.
~ Threatens to spank me,

"Achievement Pressure" behaviors include 2 items:

~ Demands that [ do better than other children.
- Insists that I get particularly good marks in school.

“"Deprivation of Privileges” behaviors iaclude 2 items:

- As punishment forbids me to play with other children.
- As punishment, iakes my favorite things away.

"Expressive Rejeciion" behaviors include 2 items:

- Nags at me.
- 5co0lds me and yells ai me.
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
