METHOD AWD PROCEDURE e

Sample
The subjecte in this study ccosist of 290 updergra-

duate uaniversity students ip Bangkek (148 boya and 142
girle}. The university studects were used ae aubjests in
this ptudy bocausa Lhey are late adolesenbs who are studylng
in aaco=6ducetionnl echool which mllows more c¢onbtact batween
boys end glrle. 1t ie assumwsed thaet they know more abouk
relatlonships between boys and girls bhan younger cstudents.

Thelr gge reogs is from 17 to 27, the average age
buing 20 years and 4 penthe. (The average aga for the boys
ie 20 years and 9 months end 19 yaars 9 monthe for the girle.)
0f the total number of eubjects 45.45% mra studyipg in the
tirst year, 27.45% in second ysar, 14.77% in third year and
12.12% 1n the fourth year. Also, 50.45% pf ths suebjecta ware
born in Pengkok and Thornburl, 15.86% lp Central Thallakd,
10.70% in the Rerth, 12.17% 1ln tbe South, 4.05% ip the Rorth-
Eest end 6.77 ia the Eastern part of Thallanpd.

During their sacondary scheol sducatiom (Peteyom 1 -
Katayom &), ©3.38% of tha mole subjecta hed studled at a
boys' achool, 17.61% had studied im m boys*' echool for aeveral
yoare then c¢ontinued their studles at a coeducetional echool,
and 19,014 rad etudiedexcluslvely at a coeducstionsl echoel.

0f the female aubjects, 71.81% had attended a girls*' secondary
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sehool, 6.1¢5 ctudied in a girls?! schopl for asvaral yeara

aod in o ceeducationocl sebool several yoars, end 22.13% had
studicd io 8 ¢roducatlonal school, For pre-~university
trainipg, 45.115 of the male subjocts bhad studied in e boya!
pchool, G.76% had studied im boys' echoul for oms yeor aed

io & coeduaetiorngl schsel one yaar, nnd 5%.13% hod studled
sxclusively in a ceeducaticpal scbocl, Of tho fanals subjects,
93.C3%% bpd receivod pre—uuivafsitj tralviag in s girlc' scboel,
2.27% o 8 glrle' nchool for omg yesr acd in o epsduecatispal
echooel for cone yoer, and 44,707 in e coeducational mchool.
Thua, w& can siate thet Thol studsnts usu:lly 4o to ocheol
with zembsrsof their owo sex ot the pecondory school level,

but ot the pro-univoreity level cooducationel schoollng 15

zors prevaleant.

The cubjects 1o thin study Jive 1la a verlety of places.
Howaver, as can be ceen in the table below, over balf of fhae
glrle opd s subetoantial number of bLoys ilve with their parartc.
