The purpose of this study was to examine the mediating roles of gender-
specific system justification and perceived advantages of being a woman in the
association between ambivalent sexism and collective action. Participants were 188
female undergraduate students with the age ranged from 18-22 years old who were
randomly assigned to one of the three conditions: hostile sexism, benevolent sexism,
or control. Participants read the message containing either 1) hostile sexism, 2)
benevolent sexism, or 3) gender-unrelated contents and then completed gender-
specific system justification questionnaire and perceived advantages of being a
woman questionnaire. Finally, they were asked to indicate the amount of flyers
about gender equality campaign they volunteered to distribute as a measure of

collective action.

Path analysis showed that neither gender-specific system justification nor
perceived advantage of being a woman mediated the relationship between
ambivalent sexism and collective action. Only gender-specific system justification had

the direct effect on collective action in the hostile sexism condition.
