The purpose of this study is to investigate the influence of emotions on
warning pictorials on cigarette envelops in Thailand. This study consists of 3 phases,
starting from collecting 60 warning pictorials based on ideas generated by survey and
brainstorming technique with primary classified into 3 emotional groups (positive,
neutral, and negative pictorial group). Then, these three emotional warning groups
were validated and selected 10 best warning pictorials each group that represented
their target emotional group in phase 2. Finally, These validated target emotional
warning pictorials were used for the main assessment in phase 3 that consist of

access, comprehension, hazard perception, and motivation assessment.

Results indicated that participants were willing to access to positive warning
pictorial group than neutral and negative warning pictorial group. Moreover, the
comprehension scores revealed that participants have the highest scores of
comprehension in positive warning pictorial group comparing neutral, and negative
warning pictorial group. However, participants perceived greater hazard from negative
warning pictorial group than positive, and neutral warning pictorial group. Also,
participants reported that they have more motivation to stop smoking after viewing
negative warning pictorial group than positive warning pictorial group. Due to human
information processing, the willingness to access to the warning sign were crucial in
design since it was a primary stage of human perception before the cognitive process
of comprehension, hazard perception, and their response as the motivation to stop

smoking. More discussions of the results were provided.
