This research focuses on investors relations communication of companies in
Stock Exchange of Thailand and behaviors of Thai individual investors. The objectives
of this research are 1) to explain the importance of corporate image components of
listed companies in investors’ perspective, 2) to explain the importance of CSR
initiatives of listed companies in investors’ perspective, 3) to study the relationship
between the importance of corporate image and investment behavior of investors, and
4) to study the relationship between the importance of CSR initiatives and investment
behavior of investors. The questionnaire survey was collected from 400 investors. Then

interview was conducted with 7 investors for in-depth opinions towards the issues.

The results show that investors rate “product/ service image” as the most
important component, followed by “executive officer image” and “corporate image”,
respectively. For CSR initiatives, investors prefer “ socially responsible business
practice” as the most importance initiative. In addition, the importance of overall
corporate image has moderately positive relationship with investment behavior of
investors and the importance of overall CSR initiatives has low positive relationship

with investment behavior of investors.
