The objectives of this research were to study exposure, satisfaction toward
internal disaster risk information and investigate activity participation among Thai and
Japanese company’s employees. Methodology was quantitative research using close-
ended questionnaire. Samples were workers and managers in Thai and Japanese
companies at the industrial area (Amata Nakorn, Chonburi). A total of 400 samples
(One shot Descriptive Study), which data was processed using computer software for

social science research SPSSx (Statistical Pack for Social Science).

The result showed that overall samples agreed that they were exposed to
information about risk disaster. In terms of satisfaction toward internal disaster risk
information, samples satisfied with the information. Overall samples strongly agreed

that they participated in activity for preventing risk disaster.
The findings indicated that:

1. Exposure towards internal disaster risk information of Thai and Japanese

company’s employees were not significantly different.

2. Satisfaction towards internal disaster risk information of Thai and Japanese

company’s employees were not significantly different.

3. Activity participation about internal disaster risk information of Thai and

Japanese company’s employees were significantly different.
