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KULLANAN KUNTHIC: Dr. Surakiart Sathirathai and the Implementation of
Thai Foreign Policy, 2001-2005. ADVISOR: PROF. SURACHART BAMRUNGSUK,
Ph.D., 426 pp.

To better understand Thailand’s proactive foreign policy during 2001-2005, it
is necessary to consider the role of Dr. Surakiart Sathirathai, the foreign minister at
that time, especially in the implementation stage. This dissertation applies the
concepts in foreign policy analysis, public policy and policy phases, and

psychological approach to examine his role in Thai diplomacy and foreign policy.

The main finding is that Dr. Surakiart played significant roles in 3 dimensions
namely 1) the development of the environment that helped facilitate the
implementation of foreign policy through restoration and promotion of closer
relationships with neighboring countries and other regions 2) the implementation of
proactive diplomacy through the creation of policy agendas and new frameworks of
cooperation which position Thailand with leading role in foreign policy and 3) the
adjustment of Ministry of Foreign Affairs in various ways such as visions, directions,
and working process in order to respond and be able to implement government’s

foreign policy.

This dissertation also finds that many factors bear influence on his role in
the implementation of Thailand’s proactive foreign policy including the
reorganization of the relationship between the executive branch and the bureaucracy
which the executive branch assumed the leading role in the foreign policy process.
He also enjoyed the confidence of the Prime Minister. Moreover, his success
attributed to his idiosyncratic factors such as his background, experiences,
personality, sensitivity, visions, and worldview, all of which helped shape the way he

perceived and responded to the circumstances.
