This research examined the effect of positive feminist identity on intimate
partner violence victimization and the mediating role of self-esteem and
relationship power. A sample of 311 heterosexual career women, aged 30-60, and
living in Bangkok completed the questionnaires measuring self-esteem, relationship

power, positive feminist identity, and intimate partner violence victimization.

The structural equation modeling analysis revealed that positive feminist
identity affected intimate partner violence victimization directly and indirectly
through self-esteem and relationship power. Female victims reported higher

psychological abuse score than any other forms of violence.
