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Central to alleviate the pain and suffering of disaster victims, humanitarian
logistics was explored in this paper. Flooding in Ayutthaya Province during 2012 -
2017 was used as a case study to examine humanitarian logistics in natural disaster

response within Thailand context.

With a framework of logistics process for disaster response, Content
Analysis was used to extract content from news articles reporting flood
situations. It unveiled humanitarian logistics has been more operationalized in aid
opertions since 2015, owing to the implementation of the current National
Disaster Prevention and Mitigation Plan B.E. 2558 (2015). Assessment and Planning
is the process engaged the broadest range of participants, whereas Demobilization

seemed irrelevant in Thai flood settings.

This paper provides a better understanding on humanitarian logistics
management in Thailand, including actors and their roles. Contributions are
conveyed to both academics and policymakers. As academic contribution,
researches on logistics process characteristics through complete stages of disaster
management cycle are called.
