This research aims to study impact of reference groups on sport
consumers’ purchase intention in Sport Brands. When classifying sport consumers
into Spectatorship and Participation and type of reference groups which are Private
group, Public group, and Stranger. This study is to compare between impacts of
reference groups’ types on Spectatorship of sport consumers’ purchase intention
in Sport Brands and the impacts of reference groups on Participation of sport
consumers’ purchase intention in Sport Brands. The samples were 593 persons
which is separated to 309 Communication communities and 284 Consumer
communities and collect data by questionnaires. The data were analyzed using
descriptive and inferential statistics to test the research hypotheses. The collected
data were statistically analyzed in terms of frequencies, percentages, means,

standard deviations and regression.

Result 1) Private group has no impact on the sporting product purchase
intentions of spectators while public group does. 2) Private group positively
influences the sporting product purchase intentions of participants while public
group does not. 3) Strangers positively influence the sporting product purchase
intentions of participants and no impact to spectators. Thus, only Hypothesis6 is
rejected while other 5 hypotheses are failed to reject.
