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The purposes of this research were to study gender role perception of secondary school
students in Bangkok and to compare gender role perception from 3 factors: gender, age and kind of
schools (single-sex schools and co-educational schools). The subjects were 400 male students and
400 female students of secondary school from male schools, female schools and co-education
schools under Department of General Education, Bangkok metropolis. The instrument used was the
questionnaire on gender role perceptions of women roles and men roles . Datas were analyzed by
t-test at the significant level of .05,

The results were as follows

L Secondary school students had perception on present Thai women roles and Thai men
roles: character that students perceived for women roles was gratitude, and character that students
perceived for men roles was athletic. Vocation that students perceived for women roles was
beautician, and vocation that students perceived for men roles was police . Domestic Activity that
students perceived for women roles was child caring, and domestic activity that students perceived
for men roles was domestic security. Leisure-time Activity that students perceived for women roles
was watching television drama, and leisure-time activity that students perceived for men roles was
watching sports television program. Academic subject that students perceived for women roles was
health and body knowledge, and academic subject that students perceived for men roles was
mechanical skl

2. Female students had higher perception on women roles than male students at the
significant level of .05, and male students had higher perception on men roles than female students
at the significant level of .05.

3. The upper secondary school students had higher perception on women and men roles
than the lower secondary school students at the significant level of .05.

4. Female in female schools and co-education schools did not have different
perception on present Thai women roles and Thai men roles at the significant level of .05.

5. Male students in male school and co-education schools did not have different perception
on women roles at the significant level of .05. But male students in male schools had higher
perception on men roles than male students in co-education schools at the significant level of .05.
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
