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This thesis aims to analyse the budgetary decision process in the house of representatives,
which is not informed broadly to people, using political behavior analytic system from Public Choice
school of Economics and conceptual sceme from New Institutional Economics. Thus, the study focuses
on the budgetary decision in the framework of political market, where the legislation sells rights to
withdraw money from treasury reserves account to the administration, together with the existing
“Institution” which plays a key role in shaping representatives behavior.

The study found that the budgetary decision process is the interaction among political actors
which perform distinguishly by budget scrutiny committee who always exchange their vote to maintain
and increase the budget to their constituency.  brief, the budgetary decision process employs budget
technical knowledge and budget principles at the low level, but bases on negotiation for the benefit
among actors

However, the defect  budgetary decision process derived from the defects in budget
preparation ana budget execution process. Institutional framework makes budgetary décision market
compete imperfectly, especially the tradition that induces asymmetric information which is outstanding
in Thai budgetary decision market. There are important asymmetric information on 2 levels. First,
information is monopolized by the administration so it's difficult for the legislation to participate
budgetary decision process. Second, the legislation impedes the people participation by establishing
rules that encourage mysterious process.

Besides, the formal rules have gradually evolved on the direction that limits legislation’s rights
to amend the Budget Act. Because of unreliable on the representatives behavior, many formal rules
were organized into constitutionalization in order to prevent representatives to amend the rules for their
own benefits.
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
