Interconnection
“Interconnection is the linking between suppliers providing public
telecommunications transport networks or services in order to allow the users of
one supplier to communicate with users of another supplier and to access services
provided by another supplier”.

Article 2 " European Commission Directive on access and interconnection
Interconnection

“interconnection” means the physical and logical linking of public
electronic communications networks used by the same or a different undertaking in
order to allow the users of one undertaking to communicate with the users of the
same or another undertaking, or to access services provided by another
undertaking. Services may be provided by the parties involved or other parties
who have access to the network. (Article 2-CEC(2000d))
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
