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This research ains to studly the family communication focusing on apinions, roles and methods
of communication of parert, who is the chilren’s opinion leacr, in sexual benavior risks. The study also
emphasizes on the factor that affects parents’ communication method. This research was conducted by
survey questionnaires of 90 news personnel of TV'3,5,7,9, LLand ITV.

The resuit of the study shows that

The behavior that the parents who are news personals concern the most is drug adlict, sexual
relation with their boy/girl friencs, and exposing to meglia which contains sexual content. The study also
shows thet parent have little impact in informing and communicating the sexual behavior risks to their
children. They use both verbal and nonverbal communications to communicate with their children. The
verbal communication is normelly used to prohibit in sexual relations, to explain or to inform about the
danger and harmof the behawior risk incluciing drug ackdiict and perceiving of mediia which contains sexual
content. While nonverbel communication is used to warm the children not to go out to the ber, or the night
cluib, or karaoke and (ot to have activities with their children such as playing sports)

The research also shows that news career which is the opinion leader of society does not have
much effect on the role of being an apinion leackr in the household because they do not bring the news to
inform or o talk with their chilcren, Because of the age difference, their children behavior which does ot
reflect well with the topic of most news and the parent * attituce. The factor thet affects the
communication method is the behavior of parents in their sexual role, and parents’ income and time thet
they spend with their chiloren. Mathers usually explain and talk with their children while fathers usually
prohibit and (give examples to their chiloren.) The parent who hes more time to spend with their children
tends to explain or to suggest, and to talk to their children more than the parent who has less time with
thelr children,
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
