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The objective of this Thesis is to study the physical conditions and problems of the historical sites derived
from the city's land use, as well as the direct and indirect impacts, and to offer the guidelines to solve and protect the impact
problems of land use as well as to conserve Chiang Mai's historical sites by using city planning process. The methods to
study and survey the conditions and problems are emphasizing on the issues of transportations relating between land use
and the historical sites by using overlay mapping and use classifications to analyze the related components in order to

describe the nature of impacts happening to the historical sites during the period of the city's land use changes.

The studies found that historical sites, scattering as the city’s main components around the area of land
utilization, are dividing into 5 areas in the ancient city namely the areas of Suthep-Huay Kaew, Chang Phuek - Khuang Sing ,
Mae Ping River and Wieng Khum Kam. As a result of the assessment and analysis, found that the impact problems are
divided into 17 minor problems and the classifications of the historical sites scattering around various city’s locations are
divided into 15 neighborhoods. The neighborhood found with intense physical problems are the groups of historical sites
located amidst commercial area, government area, and the residential area. Besides the factors of locations, sizes, and the
type of land use, itis found that the designs of road patterns, and the volume of the city traffic in various neighborhoods are
impacting the historical sites at different levels of intensities, whereby the first group showing intense physical impacts are
located in Huaykaew, Thapae, inner city's moats, Suthep, Chang Phuek, and Mae Ping. The second section with medium
physical problems are the those of Moon Muang, Wua Lai, and outer city’s moats, Doi Suthep’s base, and Santitham-Jed
Yod; whereas the last group with the least physical problems are Klang Wieng, Suan Prong Gate, Hai Ya and Wieng Khum
Kam. The studied result concluded that the ancient city areas of highest historical value and least problem are located at the

town's center, and the area mostintensely impacted is Huay Kaew Commercial Center.

The guidelines to conserve Chiang Mai's historical sites proposed to implement the comprehensive plan together
with land use to control the city development and make it complied with the historical sites that are located atvarious city's
neighborhoods by means of “zoning" and “zoning map” as the essential tools to put such plans to practical use and develop
each area to completely comply with the plans. Therefore, two choices are being proposed as follows: ) Keep the original
plans and specifications, and improving each lacking detail to make it well-fitting; 2) Designate the important historical sites
in various city as special areas to set-up “specific plan” and request the local government to provide the said layouts and

plans.
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
