3281 Capital Offenses

An indictment for any offense punishable by death may be found at any time
without limitation.

3282 Offenses not capital

Except as otherwise expressly provided by law, no person shall be
prosecuted, tried, or punished for any offense, not capital, unless the indictment is found
or the information is instituted within five years next after such offense shall have been
committed.

3283 Child abuse offenses

No statute of limitation that would otherwise preclude prosecution for an
offense involving the sexual or physical abuse of a child under the age of 18 years shall
preclude such prosecution before the child reaches the age of 25 years.

3284 Concealment of bankrupt's assets

The concealment of assets of a debtor in a case under title 11 shall be
deemed to be a continuing offense Jntil the debtor shall have been finally discharged or
a discharge denied, and the period of limitations shall not begin to run until such final
discharge or denial of discharge.

3285 Criminal contempt

No proceeding for criminal contempt within section 402 of this title shall be
instituted against any person, corporation or association unless begun within one year
from the date of the act complained of; nor shall any such proceeding be a bar to any
criminal prosecution for the same act.

3286 Extension of statute of limitation for certain terrorism offenses

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3286 Extension of statute of limitation for certain terrorism offenses

(a) Eight-year limitation - Notwithstanding section 3282, no person shall he
prosecuted, tried, or punished for any noncapital offense involving a violation of any
provision listed in section 2332b(g)(5)(B), or a violation of section 112, 351(e), 1361, or
1751(e) of this title, or section 46504, 46505, or 46506 of this title 49, unless the
indictment is found or the information is instituted within 8 years after the offense was
committed. Notwithstanding the preceding sentence, offenses listed in section 3295 are
subject to the statute of limitations set forth in that section.

(b) No limitation - Notwithstanding any other law, an indictment may be
found or an information instituted at any time without limitation for any offense listed in
section 2332b(g)(5)(B), if the commission of such offense resulted in, or created a
foreseeable risk of, death or serious bodily injury to another person.

3287 Wartime suspension of limitations

When the United States is at war the running of any statute of limitations
applicable to any offense (1) involving fraud or attempted fraud against the United
States or any agency thereof ~ any manner whether by conspiracy or not, or (2)
committed in connection with the acquisition, care, handling, custody, control or
disposition of any real or personal property of the United States, or (3) committed in
connection with the negotiation, procurement, award, performance, payment for, interim
financing, concealation, or other termination or settlement, of any contract, subcontract,
or purchase order which is connected with or related to the prosecution of the war, or
with any disposition of termination inventory by any war contractor or Government
agency, shall be suspended until three years after the termination of hostilities as
proclaimed by the President or by a concurrent resolution of Congress.

Definition of terms in section 103 of title 41 shall apply to similar terms used
in this section.

3288 Indictments and information dismissed after period of limitations

Whenever an indictment or information charging a felony is dismissed for
any reason after the period prescribed hy the applicable statute of limitations has
expired, a new indictment may be returned in the appropriate jurisdiction within six
calendar months of the date of the dismissal of the indictment or information, or, in the
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event of an appeal, within 60 days of the date the dismissal of the indictment or
information becomes final, or, if no regular grand jury is in session in the appropriate
jurisdiction when the indictment or information is dismissed, within six calendar months
of the date when the next regular grand jury is convened, which new indictment shall not
be barred by any statute of limitations. This section does not permit the filing of a new
indictment or information where the reason for the dismissal was the failure to file the
indictment or information within the period prescribed by the applicable statute of
limitations, or some other reason that would bar a new prosecution,

3289 Indictments and information dismissed before period of limitations

Whenever an indictment or information charging a felony is dismissed for
any reason hefore the period prescribed by the applicable statute of limitations has
expired, and such period will expire within six calendar months of the date of the
dismissal of the indictment or information, a new indictment may be returned in the
appropriate jurisdiction within six calendar months of the expiration of the applicable
statute of limitations, or, in the event of an appeal, within 60 days of the date the
dismissal of the indictment or information becomes final, or, if no reqular grand jury is in
session in the appropriate jurisdiction at the expiration of the applicable statute of
limitations, within six calendar months of the date when the next reqular grand jury is
convened, which new indictment shall not be barred by any statute of limitations. This
section does not permit the filing of a new indictment or information where the reason for
the dismissal was the failure to file the indictment or information within the period
prescribed by the applicable statute of limitations, or some other reason that would bar
a new prosecution,

3290 Fugitive from justice

No statute of limitation shall extend to any person fleeing from justice.

3291 Nationality, citizenship and passports

No person shall be prosecuted, tried, or punished for violation of any
provision of sections 1423 to 1428, inclusive, of chapter 69 and sections 1541 to 1444,
inclusive, of chapter 75 of title 18 of the United States Code, or for conspiracy to violate
any of such sections, unless the indictment is found or the information is instituted within
ten years after the commission of the offense.
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3292 Suspension of limitations to permit United States to obtain foreign

evidence

(a) (1) Upon application of the United States, filed hefore
indictment Lindicating that evidence of an offenses is in a foreign country, the district
court before which a grand jury is impaneled to investigate the offense shall suspend
the running of the statute of limitations for the offense if the court finds hy a
preponderance of the evidence that an official request has been made for such
evidence and that it reasonably appears, or reasonably appeared at the time the
request was made, that such evidence is, orwas, in such foreign country.

(2) The court shall rule upon such application not later than thirty days
after the filling of the application.

(b) Except as provided in subsection (c) of this section, a period of
suspension under this section shall begin on the date on which the official request is
made and end on the date on which the foreign court or authority takes final action on
the request.

(c) The total of all periods of suspension under this section with respect to
an offense-

(1) shall not exceed three years; and

(2)  shall not extend a period within which a criminal case must be
initiated for more than six months if all foreign authorities take final action before such
period would expire without regard to this section.

(d) As used in this section, the term “official request”" means a letter
rogatory, a request under a treaty or convention, or any other request for evidence made
by a court of the United States or an authority of the United States having criminal law
enforcement responsibility, to a court or other authority of a foreign country.

3293 Financial institution offenses

No person shall be prosecuted, tried, or punished for a violation of, or a
conspiracy to violate—

(1) section 215, 656, 657, 1005, 1006, 1007, 1014, 1033, or 1344;

(2) section 1341 or 1343, if the offense affects a financial institution; or

(3) section 1963, to the extent that the racketeering activity involves a
violation of section 1344; unless the indictment is returned or the information is filed
within 10 years after the commission of the offense.

3294 Theft of major artwork

No person shall be prosecuted, tried, or punished for a violation of or
conspiracy to violate section 668 unless the indictment is returned or the information is
filed within 20 years after the commission of the offense.

3295 Arson offenses
No person shall be prosecuted, tried, or punished for any non-capital offense under
section 81 or subsection (f),( ), or (I) of section 844 unless the indictment is found or the
information is instituted not later than 10 years after the date on which the offense was
committed.
