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The objective of this study was to examine the relationship between the demographic
characteristics, socio-economic factors and reinforcement factors and needs of disabled persons for
Government's services and social welfare. The analysis was based on the data obtained by “The 2002
Disability Survey” conducted by the National Statistical Office. The sample of 7,713 disabled persons
aged 15 and over who answered the questionnaires themselves were included in the analysis.

Majority of the respondents were females, aged 60-74 years old, married, lived in the non-
municipal areas, had elementary education, did not work, visually impaired, were disabled for less
than 5 years, did not have problems in performing daily activities, did not use aid equipment, and
needed for Government's service and social welfare.

The analysis, through the use of Multiple Classification Analysis (MCA) revealed that 10
independent variahles explained only 2.6 percent of the variation of the needs of disabled persons at
the 0.05 statistically significance level. Among the three sets of independent variables, the
reinforcement factors could best explain the variation (1.3 percent) of the needs, followed by the
demographic characteristics and socio-economic factors (0.7 and 0.6 percent respectively).

addition, the following independent variables could explain the variation of the needs of
disabled persons at 0.05 statistically significance level; sex, non-municipal area, working status, and
difficulty in performing daily activities. That is, much higher proportions of disabled persons who were
females, lived in non-municipal areas, did not work, and had difficulty in performing daily activities
were in greater need of Government services and social welfare than those who were males, lived in
municipal areas, worked and did not have much difficulty in performing daily activities.
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
