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This thesis has the objective to study the United States - Thailand
relations during the Thaksin Shinawatra government (2001-2004) especially, after
Thailand proposed Humanitarian Assistance through sending the operation force
for reconstruction program in lrag. The Major objectives affecting decision of the
Thai government on participating the reconstruction program consist of two factors
. Firstly, to maintain Thailand * role in world Humanitarian supports. Secondly, to
maintain the good relations between Thailand - United States.

This study has used the National Interest concept as the analytical frame
work to analyze the development cooperation between Thailand - United States,
and Thailand - The world community in the reconstruction program. K was
expected that Thailand would gain benefits in terms of economic trade, and
National security.

Outcome of the study found that as a result of Thailand’s participation in
the reconstruction program in Irag, the world community has recognized the
active role of Thailand is supporting humanity.  addition, The United States has
been greatly impressed by Thailand's good relations for participating with The
United States. Hence, this study arrived at the conclusion that the foreign policy
relations of Thailand in participating the reconstruction program for Iraq has
achieved the Thai Government’s objectives as aimed.
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
