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The purposes of this study were to investigate the effects of socio-economic
and demographic factors on differentials of Thai male participation in child rearing. The
data used in this analysis were taken from the General Family Survey (GFS.) conducted in
994 by Institute of Population Studies, Chulalongkorn University. The sample of this study
represented a total of 746 males currently married males who had a child aged 0-3 years old.

Cross-tabulations analysis, chi-squared test and Multiple Classification
Analysis were used for analyzing data. The results of two-way cross-tabulations analysis
showed that several variables such as occupation, wife's occupation, region, educational
level and household chores had the effects on differentials of rade participation in child
rearing at less than 005 level of statistical significance. The results of three-way
cross-tabulations analysis showed that several variables such as age, occupation, family
type, attitude toward sex-role and household chores had the effects on differentials of male
participation in child rearing at less than 0.05 level of statistical significance.

The Multiple Classification Analysis method was used to analyze the
relationship between male participation in child rearing and selected socio-economic and
demographic variables. It was found that wife's occupation and household chores had an
influence on male participation in child rearing as hypothesized.
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
