The fmdings |nd|cate that two major gro 5 of factors Ieadmg to ethical irresponsibility. of
journalists are individual related factors and exteral factors. The factor “that most of the_ journdlists
considered as the most Influential is the obscrurity of ethical problems followed b ﬂressure imposed b
deadline and ineffective self- control measures. Feedback from readers is also one of the important factors,
All of these factors are external factors.

In addition 1 this stud showed that most of the #ournaltsts had Posnive attitudes towards
ethical quideline. They agreed that ethics of the journalism profession i useful. When ethical problems
arise, tBt/hey can refer t0 their ethical quicelines. Besides 1 they can make journalists more responsible for
socie

Besidles, this studX found that journalists, with differrent statuses, educational background and
level of knowledge about journalistic ethics did not differ significantly i their attitudes towards ethics of
the journalism- profession.
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
