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The objectives of this research were to study the present housing situation and problems of the faculty and
staff of Chulalongkom University, including their future housing demand, in order to propose guidelines for their housing
welfare. The research was based on secondary data collected from documents and also on primary data. A questionnaire
Was Used as the research instrument,

362 of the faculty and staff of Chul ongkom University were asked to fill in the questionnaire.. It was found
that 187 subjects were in urgent need of housing 162 (86.6%) lived off campus while the remaining 25 (13.4%). lived on
campus. The University provided themwith dormitories

The study found that the 187 subjects who were in need of housing could be classified into 3 groups as follows:

103 (55.0%) were in the first group.  They did not own a house and were living off campus. This group
could be subdivided into 2 groups. The first subgroup eamed a total income of over 30,000 baht a month. The second
subgroup eamed a total income of no more than 20,000 baht a month. Beside the fact that both subgroups did not own a
house, their residences were far away from the University. As a result, it took a long time for them to commute. They
would like the University to provide them with housing on an installment plan.

The second group, comprising 59 (31.6%), owned houses. Their total income was over 35,000 baht a month.
Although they owned a house, their houses were situated far away from the University and were too small or in bad
condition. They wanted the University to provide them with low-interest rate loans. The third group, totaling 25 (13.4%),
lived in University dormitories. Their total income was over 35,000 baht a month. They did not own a house and felt that
their rent was high. They wanted the University to provide them with dormitories for rent on campus.

There are 4 possible strategies by which Chulalongkom University can assist Faculty and staff with their
housing needs, via : (1) an installment plan, (2) providing loans for housing, (3) providing housing for rent, and (4)
providing transportation services. The first option is relevant for those who do not own a house. It could be implemented
by (L.1) introducing the faculty and staff to the NHA's projects, (1.2) working in conjunction with the NHA’S projects,
(1.3 working in conjunction with the NHA and private sectors in constructing houses for them, (1.4) introducing them to
housing run by non-govemmental agencies or (1.5) contracting with private agencies to build houses for them. 1.1 and
1.2 are statable for those whose income is more than 20,000 baht a month. 1.3 and 1.4 are statable for those whose
income is more than 30,000 baht a month. 15 can be accomplished by asking a property developer to build an apartment
block for rent. The second is relevant for those who own a house. It can be carried out — through the University’s housing
loans or low-interest-rate loans. The strategy would be relevant for those who live in University dormitories. It can be
accomplished by renovating shop houses in Suan Luang as housing for rent as currently studied by the University, or by
building dormitories on campus.
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
