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The objective of this thesis is to make a study on the role of the United Nations
in the settlement of conflicts between India and Pakistan relating to the territory called Jammu
and Kashmir during the years 1947-1999. In its peacekeeping operation, it employed a unit called
the United Nations Military Observer Group in India and Pakistan or the UNMOGIP.The
UNMOGIP then became the leading agency whose primary responsibility was to maintain
international peace and security. This thesis also is to make a study on the Indo-Pakistani
conflicts over Jammu and Kashmir to find out why these conflicts cannot be duly solved. As
regards the concepts for this study, two frameworks, the United Nations’ charters and Edward E.
Azar's theory of protracted social conflicts were applied.

The outcome of this research shows that Indo-Pakistani conflicts over Jammu
and Kashmir cannot be permanently solved because the UNMOGIP’  mandate is restricted and
incompatible with Indo-Pakistani conflicts, which are considered to be protracted social conflicts,
It is also found that the mentioned conflicts are rooted in different structures of economics,
politics, ideology, religion, and etc. of those two opposing countries. These differences are
webbed to one another and rarely responsive to any intervention to resolve the conflicts.
Therefore, the conflicts between India and Pakistan over Jammu and Kashmir cannot be solved in
any definite future.
