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The purpose of this study is to analyze the relationship between heaiih practices of
mothers during pregnancy and demographic, socio-economic, and other factors. Data came from
interviewing 500 mothers who delivered in four Bangkok Metropolitan Administration’s hospitals

with questionnaire, and was analyzed by using chi-square fortesting of significance.

Health practices of mothers during pregnancy include number of ANC visits, receiving
tetanus toxoid, health promotion, health protection, and medical treatment during pregnancy. The
study find a significant positive relationship between number of ANC visits and family income,
educational level, duration of living in Bangkok, exposure to health information and ccupie
relationship. Number of pregnancies have significantrelationship -with whether mothers receive
tetanus toxoid.  addition, results identify a significant relationship between health promotion and
number of pregnancies, family income, mothers’ occupation, educational level, region of origin,
exposure to health information and couple relationship. Meanwhile mothers' occupation, family
income, duration of living in Bangkok, and couple relationship have significant relationship with
health protection. Finally, medical treatment during pregnancy are significantly correlated with

numberof pregnancies and family income.

sum, family income, educational level, exposure to health information and couple

relationship affect health practices more precisely than other factors.
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
