Folk Music has a unigue element which reflects cultural identity of society. Studying
of folk music encourages learners to understand society, and to respect and appreciate
cultures of their own and others. The objectives of this study were to study general
information of, and to analyse folk music content in student standards, teacher standards,
programme standards, and undergraduate music education programmes in higher education
institutions of Thailand, United States of America, England, and Australia. The qualitative

research methodology was implemented through document analysis and interview.

The results showed that folk music learning emerged in two approaches: 1) The
content-based learning, which emphasised on knowledges and skills of folk music; and 2) The
content-based learning, which aimed at connecting music and society by using varied of folk
music content based on the concept of multicultural perspective. Each country emphasises on
folk music content in student standards, teacher standards, programme standards, and
undergraduate music education programmes differently due to the differences of social,
historical, cultural contexts, and national education policies. The result of this study can be
adopted as a guideline for the development of Thai music education programmes, taking into

account the context of the curriculum and the needs of society.

4. Assessing Musical Growth

Competent music teachers utilize multiple evaluation methods regularly to
assess and convey the progress of students' musical growth and performance, and to
gather data for planning subsequent courses of study.

PROFESSIONAL BUSINESS MANAGEMENT

Competent music teachers demonstrate an understanding and application of
basic professional and ethical business practices in their studio and classroom
management. These practices include establishing operational and financial policies.

PROFESSIONALISM AND PARTNERSHIPS

1. Contributing to the Profession

Competent music teachers contribute to the professional growth of their
colleagues, their studios and schools, their professional associations and to their
profession at large.

2. Building Partnerships

Competent music teachers understand and appreciate the unique position
that the family unit, colleagues, and the community play in the musical education of
students.

2. Music education methods courses, such as elementary and secondary
methods and supplementary instruments, which are primarily music in
content, may be counted under the music component.

3. Professional education is defined as those courses normally offered
by the education unit that deal with philosophical and social
foundations of education, educational psychology, special education,
history of education, etc.

4. Although student teachers must be supervised by qualified music
personnel from the institution and coordinating schools, student
teaching is counted as professional education.

Program Content

In addition to the common core of musicianship and general studies, the
musician electing a career in school-based teaching must develop competencies in
professional education and in specific areas of musicianship. Professional education
components should be dealt with in a practical context, relating the learning of
educational principles to the student’s day-by-day work in music. Students must be
provided opportunities for various types of observation and teaching.

Within the curricular guidelines above, attention should be given to breadth

in general studies, attitudes relating to human, personal considerations, and social,

economic, and cultural components that give individual communities their identity.

Desirable Attributes
1. The prospective music teacher should have personal commitment to
the art of music, to teaching music as an element of civilization, and

to encouraging the artistic and intellectual development of students,
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plus the ability to fulfill these commitments as an independent
professional.

The prospective music teacher should have the ability to lead

communication, and as a part of their intellectual and cultural

heritage.

The prospective music teacher should have the capability to inspire
others and to excite the imagination of students, engendering a
respect for music and a desire for musical knowledge and
experiences.

The prospective music teacher should have the ability to articulate
logical rationales for music as a basic component of general
education, and to present the goals and objectives of a music
program effectively to parents, professional colleagues, and
administrators.

The prospective music teacher should have the ability to work
productively within specific education systems and promote
scheduling patterns that optimize music instruction.

The prospective music teacher should have the ability to maintain

positive relationships with individuals of various social and ethnic

groups, and be empathetic with students and colleagues of differing

backgrounds.

The prospective music teacher should have the ability to understand,
apply, and practice principles of professional ethics.

The prospective music teacher should have the ability and desire to

Courses

Steel Drumming (2 credits)

Techniques of execution and musical interpretation of music for the steel

drums.

Hand Drumming (2 credits)
Techniques of execution and idiomatic rhythms of international styles of

hand drumming.

Music in American Society (3 credits)

Music in the United States: its history and place in society from the earliest
musical activities to some of its many present incarnations. Native American music;
sacred and secular music in the New World to ¢.1800; music in the church, home,
and concert hall in the nineteenth century; African American music; and various

twentieth-century traditional popular and clas-sical genres and styles.

Popular Music of Europe and Asia (3 credits)

This class introduces the styles and genres of popular music in Europe and
Asia in relation to their cultural, historical, and geographic origins. It discusses the
impact of American pop music while focusing on the unique forms of popular music

that are based on the re-imagination of local music traditions.

Music of Russia (3 credits)

An introduction to Russian music, presenting an overview of its principal
genres and styles, as well as of the major Russian composers and their musical
works. Repertoire will include examples from composed music, folk music, sacred

music, rock, pop music, and jazz.
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Music of the Silk Road (3 credits)

Historical and current authentic music traditions of the Silk Road and their
impact on music of today. The Silk Road was the network of trade routes that
connected East Asia to the Mediterranean for almost 2000 years and was a source of

important cultural exchanges between the East and the West.

East-West Encounters in Music (3 credits)

Examination of interaction and communication between two cultural realms
conditionally defined as East (Middle East/Central Asia) and West (Europe/US). The
class looks in both Eastern and Western directions and explores hybridity of styles

and genres in both domains and the impact of each area on the other.

Music and Community Engagement | (3 credits)

An introduction to concepts and practices that connect music to
communities. The course focuses on community engagement practices and ways in
which music impacts lives. Areas covered include: social role of the arts in society;
professional and amateur involvement, and the role of cultural organizations in

connecting music to communities.

Music and Community Engagement Il (3 credits)

This course includes hands-on experience in a community-based practicum
that emphasizes cross-sector engagement with entities such as Chambers of
Commerce, neighborhood associations, healthcare and social service providers, and
government/public sector organizations. Students will learn how to support
community arts organizations, advocate for funding, build audiences, and provide

music to communities.
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8. Bachelor of Arts in Music Education (B.A.), Department of Music, The
University of Sheffield: England, United Kingdom.

Undergraduate Course Modules (Year 1)

Music of the World (20 credits)

A survey of significant examples of music from around the world, including
traditional, popular and classical genres. After an initial focus on the concept of
music itself, each lecture considers the role of one form of music in its cultural

context.

Folk Music Participation (10 credits)

This module develops your general knowledge of traditional musics of the

British Isles and neighbouring regions. It also encourages students to analyse the

connections and distinctions between repertoires and consider how they relate to
their participatory contexts of sessions and folk clubs. It develops important practical
musicianship skills (such as learning and teaching orally/aurally), and the ability to
reflect critically on the social act of participation in this ostensibly inclusive genre of

music-making.

Ethnomusicology (Annual Module; 20 credits)

Provides an introduction to ethnomusicology, the study of any music in
relation to the culture and values of its users. Emphasis is placed on learning
ethnomusicological theory and method. Assessment is through a sustained individual

fieldwork project.

Traditional Music in the Modern World (Rotational; 20 credits)

Provides an introduction to the study of traditional music, focussing on
traditional music cultures in contemporary societies. A range of approaches are used
to consider the traditional identities these music cultures construct, and how they

relate to their modern, economic, political and technological contexts.
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Topics in Popular Music (Rotational; 20 credits)

This module explores in depth a range of models, case studies and themes
for the study of Popular Music. Students are introduced to varying analytical and
critical approaches to the study of popular musics in global perspective. As well as
developing a factual knowledge of the genres covered in the module, students will
develop a critical awareness of research methods and discursive themes in the field

of popular music studies.

World Music Performance (Rotational; 20 credits)
Students acquire a practice-based understanding of one world music tradition
(selected in advance by the course tutor), improving their musical performance skills

and experiencing first-hand the modes of transmission that are part of the tradition.

Non-Western Music

Credit points: 3

Assessment: Participation and performance (full attendance is required as
students have a role as active participants in all class activities); short weekly tests on
assigned readings (40%); transcription and performance task [on gamelan
instruments] (20%); composition and performance task [on Orff-Schulwerk
instruments] (20%); reading research and follow-up listening test (20%).

Mode of delivery: Normal (lecture/lab/tutorial) day

Music educators today must be equipped to teach from a perspective that
acknowledges the cultural dimensions of music. Contributing to the development of
such a perspective, this unit of study provides students with the opportunity to
encounter a musical culture and non-familiar music system through direct practical

experience, and to consider the implications this presents for teaching and learning.
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Issues including methodologies of teaching and learning; ethical considerations; and
the availability and application of resources are covered in the unit. This is taught
through immersion in a single non-western instrumental ensemble (such as Balinese
Gamelan). In some years, this unit may be offered as a voluntary option in a field

location.

Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islands Music

Credit points: 3

Assessment: Teaching / music arrangement workshop task (55%), Song
performance task (45%),

Mode of delivery: Normal (lecture/lab/tutorial) day

This unit comprises an introduction to the music and dance expressions of
Australian Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islanders in their various geographical,
historical, social and cultural settings, with an emphasis on contemporary, mass
mediated expressions. The Unit provides students with a broad understanding of
Australian indigenous societies, past and present, and introduces them to issues of
ethical responsibility involved in the study of Australian indigenous music and dance.
It addresses a range of practical issues related to the incorporation of Australian

indigenous music within school music education programs.

Cultural Diversity in Music Education

Credit points: 6

Assessment: Personal rationale (30%), fieldwork assignment (40%) and
seminar presentation (20%), participation in class discussion and activities (10%)

Mode of delivery: Normal (lecture/lab/tutorial) day

This unit of study prepares students to teach music in a culturally diverse
society. Music of a range of cultures is investigated in relation to its structure and

cultural context and varied approaches to teaching this music in a classroom context
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are explored. Provision is made for the collection, evaluation and development of

music resources appropriate for teaching in culturally diverse educational settings.

Chinese Music Ensemble 1

Credit points: 6

Assessment: Written Summaries (20%); Concert report (15%); Instrument
Study and Performance (65%)

Mode of delivery: Normal (lecture/lab/tutorial) day

In this unit students will receive small group tuition on one traditional
Chinese musical instrument (provided on loan). They will be guided in playing the
instrument in an ensemble, and will participate in ensemble performances. Through
seminar-style discussions of four selected readings and of at least one concert of
Chinese music attended during the semester, they will begin to develop a broad
understanding of Chinese traditional musical instruments, ensembles, and musical
structures, thus enhancing their knowledge of China's thousands of years of recorded

musical history and its extensive and diverse musical traditions.

Chinese Music Ensemble 2

Credit points: 6

Assessment: Online Discussion of Set Recordings (15%); Reflective Diary
(10%); Instrument Study and Performance (75%)

Mode of delivery: Normal (lecture/lab/tutorial) day

In this unit students continue their previous study of one Chinese instrument
in both small group and ensemble settings. They are encouraged to build on
technical capacity developed in their first semester's study, and to perform a wider
range of pieces. They will also engage with a range of recordings and live
performances of Chinese music to further develop their understandings of traditional
and contemporary Chinese music, and of how Chinese musical instruments have

featured in a variety of musical contexts.
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Chinese Music Ensemble 3

Credit points: 6

Assessment: Class Presentation or written submission (20%); Blog post and
comments on set readings (15%); Instrument Study and Performance (65%)

Mode of delivery: Normal (lecture/lab/tutorial) day

This unit allows students to further develop proficiency on one Chinese
instrument in both small group and ensemble settings, and to continue to perform
with the ensemble. Students will gain a deeper understanding of Chinese music by
conducting an interview with a performer or composer of Chinese music, and by
exploring selected readings concerning orchestraparticular themes relating to the

repertoire under study.

Chinese Music Ensemble 4

Credit points: 6

Assessment: Small Group Performance and Program Notes (40%); Practical
exam (20%); Instrument Study and Performance (40%)

Mode of delivery: Normal (lecture/lab/tutorial) day

This unit allows students to further develop proficiency on one Chinese
instrument in both small group and ensemble settings, and to continue to perform
with the ensemble. Students are also encouraged to take an increasingly active and
independent role in engaging with Chinese music. In particular, they are guided and
supported in small group collaborations focussing upon developing, rehearsing,

recording and publicly performing a range of works for Chinese instruments.
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Gamelan 1

Credit points: 3

Assessment: Participation and student contribution (100%)

Mode of delivery: Normal (lecture/lab/tutorial) day

In this unit of study students learn to perform a repertoire of Balinese pieces
of music on the Conservatorium's Balinese gamelan instruments. Through this, they
will gain understanding of terminology for Balinese music, Balinese tuning systems,
the roles of instruments in the gamelan, and formal characteristics of Balinese
gamelan music. Performative aspects of Balinese music will be experienced and

analysed.

Gamelan 2

Credit points: 3

Assessment: Participation and student contribution (100%)

Mode of delivery: Normal (lecture/lab/tutorial) day

In this unit of study students continue to learn to perform a repertoire of
Balinese pieces of music on the Conservatorium's Balinese gamelan instruments.
Through this, they will build on their knowledge and understanding of terminology
for Balinese music, Balinese tuning systems, the roles of instruments in the gamelan,
and formal characteristics of Balinese gamelan music. Performative and elaborative

aspects of Balinese music will be experienced and analysed

Australian Musical Worlds

Credit points: 6

Assessment: 1 x 2000wd essay (40%), 1 x tutorial report (20%), 1 x listening
test (20%), overall tutorial participation (20%)

Mode of delivery: Normal (lecture/lab/tutorial) day

Embracing popular music and examples of traditional and contemporary
music in Australia and its region, this unit offers an introduction not only to the

genres themselves, but to the themes prevalent in the work of contemporary music
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scholars. These may include gender and race, ownership and appropriation,
reception and transmission, technology and globalisation, music as social behaviour,
and music and place. Such themes are considered across the three topic modules:
Popular Music (including contemporary Aboriginal music); Traditional Music (Australia,
Melanesia) and Australian Music (place and identity, from colonialism to the present

day).

Australian Popular Music

Credit points: 6

Assessment: Analytical essay (1000 words) 20%; Tutorial presentation 20%;
Listening test 20%; Research essay (3000 words) 40%.

Mode of delivery: Normal (lecture/lab/tutorial) day

The history of Australian popular music presents us with a long and complex
heritage. It reflects, in its very constitution, the lives of those who create it and is
underscored by the dynamic relationship between Indigenous and non-Indigenous
Australia. This unit of study will explore the continuing experience and influence of a
wide range of music made in Australia, from songlines to bush ballads and dance
anthems, Countdown and Rage. We will examine the folk revival of the 50s, pub rock
of the 70s, reggae, punk and indie rock of the 80s and 90s as well as the emergence
of the multiplicity of styles and expressions that mark the contemporary Australian

music scene.

Exploring Ethnomusicology

Credit points: 6

Assessment: Critical review of an  ethnographic monograph in
ethnomusicology (20%), response to set reading (presented in class) and two online
comments (30%), major essay (scaffolded approach) (50%)

Mode of delivery: Normal (lecture/lab/tutorial) day

Ethnomusicology refers to the study of all musical genres worldwide within
their respective social and cultural contexts, and is sometimes also known as the

anthropology of music or cultural musicology. This unit introduces and explores
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some of the most important ideas that have informed the thinking of researchers
working in this field - such as the connections between music and gender, social
structures, forms of capital, politics, identity, health and the environment. The course
also interrogates notions of the nature and experience of music, why musical genres
differ and why music has such important but diverse significance worldwide. The
course includes several lectures given by expert practitioners from particular musical
traditions (such as Indigenous Australian music and Korean drumming), and it directly
complements courses on ethnomusicological fieldwork methods. It does not require

prior formal musical training.

Understanding East Asian Music

Credit points: 6

Assessment: Academic blog based on class activity (15%); In-class
presentation (15%); Academic blog based on set reading (10%); Major essay (60%)

Mode of delivery: Normal (lecture/lab/tutorial) day

Students will learn about, discuss and play different musical forms from East
Asia - ranging from ancient sugin music to contemporary K-Pop. They will develop an
understanding of key aesthetic concepts, musical instruments and musical features
of the music cultures in this region. Students will be encouraged to develop
awareness of the diversity of East Asian musics and cultures, and of music's
interrelation with and great significance to East Asian societies both in the past and

today.
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Words and Music: Song Across Cultures

Credit points: 6

Assessment: 1 x presentation (15%), 1 x 2000wd assignment (35%), 1
x3000wd essay (50%)

Mode of delivery: Normal (lecture/lab/tutorial) day

This unit will teach students how to analyse the structure of song in diverse
cultures drawing on both language and musical perspectives. Songs play many
different roles in cultures. For example, they can be a form of entertainment, a tool
to influence the world and transmit knowledge; and an expression of religion,
identity and a national culture. This unit will engage students with the question of
why people sing. It will consider the impact of literacy and the notion of the

'professional’ singer/composer, which are absent in many societies.

Music and Australian Indigenous Identities

Credit points: 2

Assessment: 2xonline quiz (100%)

Mode of delivery: Online

This unit of study: raises big questions about Australian Indigenous musical
culture, including its performativity on the national and global stage. The unit
explores: Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander music and dance spectacles at major
sporting events (war cries, welcome to country, contemporary 'corroboree’); the ways

music signifies identity at various levels; and multiple versions of an iconic songs.
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
