The “Plants in Chamchuri Park”, a book as compiled by Professor Dr.Thaweesakdi Boonkerd and his
team showcases the beauty of the different species, which exist inside the university’s campus. Within
the campus, eround blooms various species of trees and plants, an oasis of knowledge in the center
of the city.

Professor Dr.Thaweesakdi Boonkerd

Chulalongkorn University first planted trees during the early stages of the founding of the
university, the Chamchuri trees were planted along the roadsides. The first road was built

in front of the Maha Chulalongkorn Building, from the entrance of the Henri Dunant Road,
passing the Chakrapong Building, the White Building and exiting at Phayathai Road. When the
Main Auditorium was built and more roads were constructed, the Care Farang Tree (Gliricidia
Sepium (Jacq.) Steud) were planted along the roadside. There are still two such trees left to

be seen in the area of the Faculty of Architecture and the Art and Culture Building (the former
Chemistry Building). When different faculties constructed more buildings, trees were removed to
give way to the construction. Once these buildings were completed, trees were planted around
the buildings. For nearly a century, many of these trees erew and became much larger. Both
local trees and trees from abroad were planted, also there are trees which grew by themselves.
Therefore, today we see many patches of green areas within the university campus, for both
the western and the eastern sides.

This book on “Plants in Chamchuri Park” came about because of the continuous efforts by the
National Research Team on Different Tree and Plant Species inside Thailand. There are shrubs,
climbers, palm and trees. As a result of the limited space inside this book, we can only bring

to our readers information on trees and certain species of palms. The information contained in
this book is brief, however, for our readers who are interested in gaining deeper knowledge on
different species, such information is available in the book “Different Tree & Plant Species inside
Chulalongkorn University”. The Chulalongkorn Printing will publish this book in the near future.

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Important Trees inside Chulalongkorn University

The Chamchuri Trees as given by
His Majesty the King, the Chamchuri Plaza

Samanea saman (Jacq.) Merr.
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The “Chamchuri Tree” is a part of the university, in fact, it is one of the symbols of
Chulalongkorn University and the campus residents are sentimentally linked to the Chamchuri
Tree ever since the founding of the university. Somehow, the life cycle of the tree blends in with
the way of life of the university’s residents. The Chamchuri Tree provides fresh greenness during
the early part of the semester such as that of the first year student, still full of energy and fun.
Once the final semester approaches, the tree leaves and pod shed reminding the students of
the approaching final semester, a reminder that the students need to work hard otherwise they
will risk repeating their final semester or being expelled.

The Chamchuri Trees shed leaves and pods at the end of the year causing the roadways and
roadside canals to become dirty. The problem with the Chamchuri Trees is that they are difficult
to grow and are subjected to diseases causing the branches to break off easily. Between the
periods 1937-2007, the Chamchuri Tree population reduced tremendously because of the
construction of new buildings and there was no policy for replacement.

On January 15th 1962, His Majesty the King Bhumibol Adulyadej made a royal visit and gave five
Chamchuri Trees to the university. These five trees were brought back from the Summer Palace
“Wang Klai Kangwon” in Hua Hin. His Majesty the King planted the trees in front of the Main
Auditorium, on the football stadium side, three trees were planted on the right side and two
were planted on the left side. Furthermore, His Majesty gave royal words stressing the bonding
between the Chamchuri Trees and the campus residents which existed ever since the founding
of the university. His Majesty also emphasized that the pink color of the Chamchuri Flowers is
one of the highest symbols of the Chulalongkorn University. As the trees have grown, His Majesty
thought that it was befitting to plant them in the university. As said, the royal words “let these
five Chamchuri Trees become a source of reminder forever”.
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Care Farang Tree opposite the Art&Culture Building
Gliricidia sepium (Jacq.) Steud.
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Professor Luang Srisamat Vijakij first planted the Gliricidia sepium Tree in the year 1941. Once the
Head of the School of Botany at the Faculty of Science, Professor Luang Srisamat Vijakij was
responsible for overseeing the planting of trees inside the campus. Initially, the Gliricidia sepium
Tree was planted as roadside trees, starting at the area of the main gate right up to the Faculty

of Architecture extending to the Independent School of Pharmacy. Today, this faculty is upgraded
and known as the Faculty of Pharmaceutical Sciences (current Arts and Culture Building). At present,
there is only one such tree left remaining in the university.

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First lot of Chamchuri Trees
Samanea saman (Jacq.) Merr.
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The first lot of Chamchuri Trees became roadside-trees on the first road inside
Chulalongkorn University. This started from the gate at the Faculty of Arts to the
Faculty of Engineering and Faculty of Science, exiting to the Phayathai Road.
Presumably, these trees, planted since 1942, came after the expansion of the road.
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Ruang Pueng Tree between the Maha Chulalongkorn Building
and Maha Vajiravud Building
Schoutenia glomerata King ssp. peregrina (Craib) Roekm.&Hartono
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Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn planted the Schoutenia Glomerata
King Tree in the lawn between the Maha Chulalongkorn Building and the Maha Vajiravud
Building, at the Faculty of Arts. This took place in 1974 when the Princess was a second
year student at the Faculty of Arts.

President Jimmy Carter visited the Chulalongkorn University as part of the “Earth
Environment” Campaign. This took place on June 5th, 1985.

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Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn eraciously presided over the
opening ceremony of the Borommaratchakumari Building. The occasion also marked
the commemoration of the Chulalongkorn University. The Lagerstroemia Loudonii
Teijsm & Binn Tree was planted in front of the building on March 26th, 1994.

On the occasion of the 80th anniversary
of the founding of Chulalongkorn University, Professor Dr.Thienchai Kiranan, the President, held a
ceremony to mark the planting of the Bodhi Tree in the plaza in front of the Thirarachanusom Building
on January 21st 1997. Somdej Pra Maha Thiracharn (Niyom Thanissaro) performed the ceremony on
behalf of the Supreme Patriarch.

Trees and Plants inside Chamchuri Park

Chulalongkorn University, being the first university in Thailand, has a long history. It began when Phra Bat
Somdet Phra Chunla Chom Klao Chao Yu Hua gave royal command for the establishment of a Royal Page
School and to develop and make available equal higher education for the people. It was during the reign of
Phra Bat Somdet Phra Mongkut Klao Chao Yu Hua that this royal command became a reality when a Royal
Page School was set up to educate civil servants of Phra Bat Somdet Phra Chunla Chom Klao Chao Yu Hua.
At the time, royal possession and land were donated for the set up of the school and later to be expanded
as a university. The donated land was previously the “Windsor Palace” or “Wang Klang Tung” built as the
royal palace for Her Royal Highness Somdet Phrachao Lookya Ther Chao Fah Maha Vajiranuhid and adjacent
land of the Privy Purse of the Patumwan District. The land of the Privy Purse consisted mainly of orchard and
villages, there were large number of tree species existing at the time. Therefore, as soon as the land became
Chulalongkorn University, the campus ground was cool and shady and much admired by the students, as
evident from the words of mouth of the past students.

Many of the tree and plant species inside the campus ground are valuable, important and a symbol for the
campus residents ever since the founding of the university. The most significant one is the “Chamchuri Tree”
(Samanea saman (Jacq.) Merr.) which is abundant from the very beginning; the Chamchuri trees provide shade
and coolness for various campus activities. Furthermore, the life cycle of the flowers and pods pretty much
harmonizes with the life of the campus students. Its life characteristic is, therefore, a source of reminder for
the students and represents determination and conscientiousness in their studies. Therefore, there is a bonding
between the Chamchuri trees and the students. This is especially more evident after His Majesty the King
Bhumibol Adulyadej eraciously planted these trees in front of the Statues of the Two Kings on January 15, 1962.
His Majesty the King also gave royal words on the bonding between the Chulalongkorn’s residents and the
Chamchuri Trees and said, “I give you these five trees as a reminder forever”. That was the beginning of
the “Royal Chamchuri” and the “Chamchuri Plaza” which we see today.

There is another tree, which has a very interesting history also; this is the “Salao Tree” (Lagerstroemia
Loudonii Teijsm. & Binn) which Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhomn planted in front of the
Borommaratchakumari Building on March 26th, 1994. The “Champi Sirindhorn” (Magnolia sirindhorniae
Noot.s Chalermelin) Tree is founded in Thailand and the first of its kind in the world in 2010. A royal
permission was granted to name the tree as “Champi Sirindhorn” on the opening of the Mahamakut Building,
Faculty of Science. Her Royal Highness planted the “Champi Sirindhorn” as a memento on the side of the
building on August 11, 2003.
