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Distribution of Copying Fees

Distributions to rightsholders accelerated during 1995-1996 and CLA distributed £14.46
million to UK members and foreign reproduction rights organisations (RROs) with whom the
CLA has bilateral or reciprocal agreements, an increase of £7.33 million (102.7%) over the
£7.13 million distributed in the previous 12 months.
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Members’Fund Carried Forward

The balance of members’ fund carried forward at 31 March 1996 was £8.20 million, a “eduction
of £1.84 million over the equivalent figure for 1994-95. The surplus arises because the fees
received by the Agency in any given year cannot be distributed to members and other RROs
until the work of analysing the copying which has taken place over the period has been
completed. CLA is thus always in the position of being obliged to hold substantial sums which
are in the process of being allocated to its members and foreign RROs. The reduction is an
indication of increased productivity in CLA’s surveys and distribution department.

Since CLA began issuing licenses in May 1984 the Agency has collected over £55 million in
photocopying fees etc.
