This project suggests that
the aspect of civil-military coexistence, which is one of the features of civil-military relations
theories, should be applied to the Thai case. Permanent military withdrawal from politics and
the acceptance of civilian control of the armed forces will lead to the probable disappearance
of future military coups.

Findings of the study show that the newspaper exhibited some
characteristics similar to an authorifarian press. The newspaper devoted more space to stories
about government and politics than 'other topics.” However, no other physical characteristics
such as headlines and pictures were found. The study implications and possible factors that
may account for the characteristics of the Thai press are discussed.

NGDOs are part of the Non-governmentai Organization (NGOs) movement, but they distinguish
themselves from the other NGOs in adopting a mobilization strategy seeking to change social
relationship. This thesis argues that none of the theories including Bourgeois Revolution,
Modernization, and New Social Movement satisfactorily accounts for the democratic dynamics
(i.e. the transition from 'half-democracy' to full democracy) in Thailand. Rather, the success of
the May 1992 uprising lies in the efforts of the NGDOs in linking the resistance of the lower
classes with that of the urban middle classes, who have been deeply disillusioned and
offended by the unfulfilled promises of the military elite to clean up corruption and vote-buying.

This study explores the multiple dimensions of power relations by which the Kui people,
the elephant keepers of Northeast Thailand, were marginalized, excluded, and rendered
vulnerable to various forms of afflictions and agonies. The cultural politics of marginalization is
examined within the dynamics of domination and contestation that persisted and continually
renewed itself at the margins. The political constructions and social experience of marginality
are examined in the context of modern Thai politics, a politics largely dominated by the Thai
bureaucratic state but increasingly by political entrepreneurs of the emerging middle class
elites. By linking the analysis of macro-social processes of marginalization with the micro-
analysis of the lived experience of marginality, the study shows that the cuitural paolitics of
marginalization is characterized by the dynamics of power negotiations, internal
differentiations, contested meanings, and the mutuality of domination and resistance. Against
the politics of exclusion, the Kui contested the domination imposed upon them by constructing
new meanings, new interpretations, and alternative spheres of autonomy which they expanded

to include themselves as legitimate new actors.

This dissertation examines the structures and processes through which Thai municipal
officials seek to obtain maximum levels of grant revenues from the central government. Formai-
iegal parameters of Thailand's grants policy system are delineated through a collection of
secondary sources, government archives, and interview responses of central officials in
Bangkok. Attributes of cities most successful in seeking these grants are then defined through
statistical correlation of twenty-two local capability indicators with specific municipal grant
revenues for the years 1889-96. Finally, a bargaining process framework is used to interpret
the grant-related motivations, circumstances, and strategies of local and cenfral government
officials. Field research was conducted in Bangkok and six cities in Northeastern Thailand from
September 1994 through June 1995. The findings of this study poriray a fragmented Thai
central polity in which actors and agencies compete and cooperate in administering a variety
of grant programs often designed to achieve conflicting values. The grants policy system
serves as the institutional linkage between the structural forces and individual behaviors that

determine policy outcomes.

This study analyzes the political economy of trade protection in Thailand during the
period from 1960 to the present. It investigates the institutional aspects of trade policy making,
develops simple models to describe political decisions regarding import protection, uses
regressions to analyze the determinants of trade protection structure, and conducts Granger
Causality tests to analyze the determinants of tariff changes over time. In terms of theory, this
study incorporates the government's objective function into a general equilibrium model. In the
national policy model, the government's preference is to industrialize the country and increase
GDP. In the interest group model, the government's objective function includes persanal weaith
of officials and officers. By using the Granger Causality test, this study found that inflation and
the balance of payments did influence ftariffs. The government has used tariffs to contain
inflation and adjust the balance of payments in order to stabilize the economy, which in tumn

has provided some stability for domestic politics.

To understand military involvement in politics and the prospects for democracy in
~Thailand, the Philippines, and South Korea, this study consists of four major parts based on
different phases of military involvement: the takeover of political power by the military,
maintenance of political power, withdrawal from pelitics, and transition to democracy.
Regarding the causes of military involvement in politics, this study finds out that both social
and military factors were responsible for military coups in Thailand and South Korea. As
common means to maintain potitical power, military governments in these countries restricted
political participation and competition. Subsequently, various conditions encouraged military
withdrawal among the three countries. Growing oppositional strength to military rule was the
most important condition for the withdrawal. Considering the democratic progress in these
countries during the last decade, all three countries face the possibility that the highly
politicized military can reverse the democratization process instantly, aithough this is not likely

to happen in the near future particularty in Thailand and Scuth Korea.

The focus of this study is an analysis of the Kriangsak (1977-80) and Prem (1980-1983)
governments’ policies on the discrepancy between the policy stated in the constitution and the
practices of the governments toward political parties. The conceptual framework employed in
this study is group theory developed by Bentley, Latham, and Truman, which treats politics as
a struggle between groups for power. The data used in this study were assembled from
newspapers, academic journals, and books, as well as interviews with politicians, government
officials, and scholars. This study demonstrates that both Kriangsak and Prem were aware that
political parties could be useful in legitimizing their rule, but they resorted to different
techniques in dealing with them. The study suggests that Thai society is moving toward a
condition in which the military will no longer be the sole dominant actor, and in which
governments must provide channels for mass participation in the political process, which party

activities provide.
