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The objective of this research was to study of blind children's self-conceptualization and world view, a case

study of students in the School for the Blind, Bangkok Metropolis.

This research was based on documentary research and field survey. Data collection was carried out at the
School for the Blind, Bangkok Metropolis. Research population comprised 56 blind students studying grade VII - IX, teachers,
and students' supervisors in order to obtain more relevant information. In addition five more students were selected for

in - depth case study.

Research findings concerning self-conceptualization are that : 1) the children who live with parents generally
view that family members love and care for them. Onthe contrary the ones who live with their relatives express less happiness
than those who live with the family. Nevertheless the second group voices that they had tried to adapt themself to family
members, with regard to self-conceptualization towards friends, all of these students would like to have friends with both
normal and eye defected ones. These students have friends both at school and home. They view that their friends are good
people and would like to remain good friends towards each other. As for self conceptualizetion towards themselves, they
conceive and accept their physical handicap. They view that each one has his/her own characteristics and vary from each
other. They express that physical handicap is due to each one’s destination. In terms of self - conceptualization towards
society, these students view that they have to live in the society for life thus they know that they have to adapt themselves
in order to live in the society appropriately. Their expectation to what society could provide for them are education and

physical environment since these things were so important to visual defected people.

As a member of society, a lot of children think the handicapped are more acceptable these day and will get
better help in the future. They visualize society as a mixture of good and bad. They look at the school atmosphere the
same way. In contrast, they think the atmosphere at home is different. Most of the children have good imagination toward

nature based on their real experience. They believe in Buddhist teaching about good and bad karma and supernatural power.
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
