| The objective of this research is to study and analyze the principle of law in relation
to the international bridge appeared in the treaties and the state practice. The study is also
including jother treaties similar to the international bridge such as the international tunnels.
Comparati'/e study between these treaties with the Agreement between the Government of the
Kingdom jof Thailand and the Government of Lao People’s Democratic Republic concerning the
Mittaphabj Bridge have been made to see whether its provisions are similar or different from those
of the othgr treaties and state practice.

| The result of this research indicates that the Mittaphab Bridge does not establish any
special lejeal status since the Mittaphab Bridge follows the state practice even though there are
some differences in certain cases. However, although the state practice in respect of the legal
system injrelation to the international bridge are correspondent and under similar conditions, there
are some jstate practice that are not in the same direction as the aforesaid state practice resulting
that there jis no definite state practice at this time. Therefore, there is the customary international
law governing the international bridge is in effect but only the trend of the state practice which
may become the customary international law in the future. In this regard, the concerning states
can still [)e entitled to the treaties omitted or changed such principle of law by using other
principle ( the form of Conventional Law. Thus, in the case of constructing the new bridge
between the Kingdom of Thailand and other neighboring states in the future, the state practice
which shajll be used to determine for the jurisdiction should be the state practice which omits the
jurisdictio on the new bridge.
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
