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ABSTRACT

This research was designed to investigate the status of and
the demand for audio-visual educational technology in some universities
in Thailand. The data needed were collected from groups of lecturers
and from anyone who is in charge of the andio-visual program at his or
her institution by using two forms of questionaires.

It is hypothesized that ) the audio-visual program at each
institution needs improvement  2) there are no differences in the
demand for instructional media among groups of lecturers 3) there are
no differences in demand among the audio-visual units.

The stepwise undertaken to attempt this conduct are as follows-
the survey studies from available references and texts were conducted
before the construction of the research instrument. Then the replies
in the questionaire-form previously circulated to each sample of the
existing staff in various faculties were analyzed; all obtained data



were processed; and the conclusion was reached by means of frequency,
percentage, average values and t - test of differences among groups.

The result revealed that all hypotheses were proved. At present,
audio-visual services in universities are insufficient. They are running
short of varieties of instructional media. All audio-visual units in
each university need improvement. The needs for services and activities
from audio-visual units at both university level and faculty level are
shown at high rate. The highest rate of demand for instructional media
rests on projected materials and equipments.

The author has recommended that:

1. Universities administrators should pay mere attention to
the audio-visual program, new instructional médias and instructional
technology which yield efficiency in education.

2. Auniversity audio-visual center at each university should
be set up.

3. Aspecial organization concerning instructional technology
at the university level should be founded, under the National Education
Council's patronage, to perform needed activities and give services to
all universities in Thailand.

4. Such a kind of study like this done at every 3 years or 5
years will help to evaluate the status of and the demand for instructional
technology of the university system as a whole, and if possible a special
study in each certain university will yield more efficiency.
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
