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The purpose of this research was to study the historical transmission
of stucco motifs by local wisdom of Phet.chaburi schools of handicraft from
the late Ayuthaya period to the present. The research procedures studies
documents and analyzed the oral history. The questionnaire constructed by
the researcher was utilized to collect the data,

The major findings of this study were the following:

1. The steps of transmission of stucco motifs by local wisdom of
Phetchaburi schools of handicraft, from the late Ayuthaya period to the
present mace a little difference according to the schools of handicraft.
The four Phetchaburi superior schools of handicraft were Soy Silapakob,
Hien Ketsara, Thongrung Aimowt and Chalerm Phungtang. All of them had
five steps in transmission of stucco motifs. The five steps were [.lime
mixed training 2.motif design training 3.stirrup training 4.mould training
5.decorate motifs training.

However, Thongrung Aimowt had two different steps from the others.
The fifth step of Thongrung Aimowt was to copy the motifs training.

The sixth step wes to make motifs and the seventh step was an ability of
creating and designing the stucco motifs by themselves.

The research also found that the factors affecting the transmission
of stucco motifs, by Phetchaburi local wisdom, existing were: 1.Phetchaburi
province was a town of Buddhism. 2.Phetchaburi people absorbed a lot of
Ayuthaya culture is (the old capital of Thailand). 3. The good relationship
between the Ayuthaya royal craftsmen and Phetchaburi craftsmen was found
when assisting to build the palaces in Phetchaburi province. 4.Phetchaburi
people liked to have handicraft contests their friends.
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
