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Rabies is a major problem of Thailand causing a substanti-
al loss of lives and property. The legal and public health
measures should be used together for the prevention and control
of Rabies. It is confident that the appropriate legal measures is
in particular to make the Rabies prevention and control success-
ful. The objective of this research is to study the government
policies, the contents and the enforcement of legal measures
related to Rabies control together with its possible ways of
revision so as to make it be more in line with modern technique
and current actual practices. The main conclusions of this study
were as follows:

1. The revision of The Rabies Prevention Act 1955 is
needed due to the inappropriate contents, namely the Ilimited
animal enforcement which covers only dogs but other carriers such
as cats and livestocks are neglected, the unclear definition of
dog owners’ duties because of the lack of dog’'s age definition
for obtaining Rabies vaccination, the insufficient power of
officers in charge, the lack of infected animal control measures
and the insufficiently slight punishment.

2. The enforcement of the above mentioned act is regarded
ineffective since officers in charge defined to work under are
from many agencies without the establishment of the central
coordinating unit and the many other Rabies laws that contain
conflicted contents have substantially caused problems of
unintegration, unpursuance and duplication of law implementation.
The Rabies Prevention Act 1955 and other conflicted Rabies laws
must all be abolished and combined into a new integrated Rabies
law with the establishment of central coordinating or executive
unit. In order to obtain effective and unity of enforcement, the
executive board should consist of representative from various

related agencies concerned.
