Section 3 "The board of each

county shall annually appoint

a lisecsed Veterinarian as Rabies

Inspector. The Rabies Inspector
may obtain as many deputy
inspector and non-veterinarian
inspectors to aid him as may be
authorized and appointed by the
board. The compensation of the
inspector, deputy inspectors and
non-veterinarian inspectors shall
be fixed by the board for services
other than for the inoculation

of dog the inspector deputies and
non-veterinarian inspector may be
removed from office by the board
for cause.

Section 6 "The Rabies Inspector,
deputy inspectors or any licensed
veterinarian who inoculates dogs
against rabies shall procure from
the county in which the dog owner
resides serially number tags, one
to be issued with each inoculation
certificate, such tag shall at all
time be at tag attached to a

collar

Section 7. Such tag fees
shall be paid to the county
treasurer and by him placed in
a county Rabies Fund to be set

up by him for the purpose of
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paying all costs of the rabies
control program . . . 7

Section 9. "When dog are
apprehended and impounded by the
Rabies inspector he shall give
notice of not less than 7 day to
the owner, if know but if the dog
wears a license tag the pound
shall give such notice as required
by law."

Section 10. "AIll dog which have
been impounded for failure to be
inoculated in accordance with the
provision of this Act, shall be
humanaly dispatched or disposed
of by the pound as stray

dogs,. . . In case the owner of
any impounded dog desires to make
redemtion there of, he may do so
on the following conditions:

He must pay for the inoculation
vaccine dog, and must pay the
public pound for the board of the
dog for the period for which it
was impounded, and $1 in addition
as a penalty which shall be paid
in to the County Rabies Fund.
Section 13 "Any person violating
or aiding in or abetting the

violation of any provision of
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this Act . .. or refusing to
produce for inoculation any dog
in his possession, not confined
at all times to an enclosed area,
is guilty of a misdemeanor and
shall be fined not less than $25
nor more than $100.

Section 15 "The Rabies Inspector
or deputy officers or any one
enforcing the provisions of this
Act shall not be held responsible
for any accident or disease that
may happen to any dog."

Section 16 "Each board shall make
annual report to the Department
showing the number of dogs
inoculated, fee and penalties
collected, and the number of

case of rabies occurring in
respective county."

Section 17 "The Department

shall have general supervision

of the administration of this

act and many make reasonable rule
and regulation, not inconsistant
this act, for the enforcement of
this act and for the guidance of
rabies inspectors.”

Section 19. "whenever a case of

rabies has occurred in a



locality or when the proper
officials of a government unit
are apprehensive of the spread
of rabies, the Department shall
prevent its spread among dogs
and other animals. The
Department may order; a.

That all dogs or other animals
in the locality be: 1. kept
confined within an enclosure,

or 2. kept muzzled and
restrained by a least composed
of chain or other indestructible
materials: b. that all owners
or keepers of dogs or other
animals take such prophylactic
measures as it deems necessary
to prevent the spread of rabies,
c. other measures as may be
necessary to control the spread
of rabies in all dogs and other
animals. The Department may
determine the area of the
locality in which and the
period of time during which
such orders shall be effective.
Section 20. "Any officer failing,
refusing or neglecting to carry
out the provisions of this Act
shall be fine not less than *10

nor more than *50."

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Section 14.79 Licensing A.
"Excepts as provided in section
14.85 No person shall own any
dog within the city limits unless
such dog is licensed as herein
provided. Written application
for such license shall be made
to the City clerk . . . "

Section 14.82 Impoundment A:
Any dog found in violation of
this chapter may be taken up by
the animal warden and impounded
in the animal shelter and there
confined in a humane manner for
a period of not less than 5 days,
if not claimed prior there by
its owner, and it shall there
after become the property of the
city and may be disposed of in a
humane manner or placed in the
custody of some other suitable
person. If a dog is destroyed
pursuant to this chapter, the
license for such dog shall
expire. B: Immediately upon
the impounding of a dog wearing
a current license, the animal
warden shall make every

reasonable effort to notify the
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owner of such dog of such
impoundment and of the condition
whereby the owner may regain
custody of the dog.

$10.00 together with the sum of
$3.00 per day or fraction there
of for keeping of such animal
during its impoundment, providing
that the Licensing requirements
of this Chapter are complied
with. When a dog is impounded
more than one time withina one
year period, the owner shall pay

the sum of $20.00 in order to
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reclaim the dog on the second
occasion and $40.00 for each
subsequent time within the one
year period.

Section 14.84 Confinement of
Certain Dogs. A. Each owner
shall confine within a building
or secure enclosure every fierce,
dangerous or vicious dog and not
take such dog out of such enclos-
ure unless such dog is securely
muzzled. B. Every female dog
in heat shall be kept confined
within a building in such

manner that such female dog
cannot come in contact with
another dog except for breeding
purposes within such building.
Section 14.92 Vaccination
requirement. "A. within 60 days
after the affective date of this
ordinance, every dog and cat shall
be vaccinated against rabies.
Young dogs and cats those under
3 monthes of age at the affective
date of this ordinance, shall be
vaccinated within 30 days after
they reach the age of of 3
