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The research on "Child Welfare Protection  The Problems of Policy
Implementation” aims to studying and analyzing the Child Welfare Protection
Policy in order to find out as to whether the policy was clear and completed,
some issues needed to he reviewed and adjusted ; and as to what results
should be when the policy had been implemented ; whether there were problems
and obstacles arising from policy implementation. These findings should help
find out guidelines and measures for policy improvement in accordance with
the current situation of the society. The research studied and also made a
cornparisiori of, the attitudes of the officials of the Public Welfare
Department and those of the police towards their respective agencies,
administrators and work performances.

The scope of the study includes the Child Welfare Protection Policy
under the Revolutionary Party Announcement No. 294 of 1972, Section 3, and
to study the principal organizations which had undertaken the policy
implementation from 39 officials of the Department of Public Welfare ; 76
police ; 37 experts on child and youth and 52 parents or guardians of
children with behavioural problems, totalling 204 persons. The study
utilized questionnaires and interview forms to collect data ; to be
programmed into the computer system by SPSS Programme and to be analized by

various kinds of statistics.

The research findings can be summarized as follows 1) The Child
Welfare Protection Policy lacked clarity. 2) The political environment, the
social environment., the characteristics of the organization or the
bureaucratic system, resources adequacy, co-operation, the leadership, and
the children's co-operation had no effects on changing children with
behavioural problems, whereas the parents' or guardians' co-operation did
have. 3) The attitudes of the officials of the Public Welfare Department and
of the police differed towards their own organizations and administrators,

but. did not differ towards their work performance.
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
