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The purpose of this study was to develop a social process hased
curriculum for a contemporary Thai society course at the higher education
level for the implementation as a suggested course in general education at
the higher education level. The study was conducted in six steps
sequentially: (i) basic data from books, documents and relevant researchs
were collected and analyzed. Experts and instructors of contemporary Thai
society as well as undergraduate students in 13 institutions were requested
to give interviews and to fill out questionnaires; (2) developing curriculum
by setting rationale, aims, contents, instructional strategies, media, and
evaluation; (3) developing teaching models by employing 6 suggested teaching
models correlated with the curriculum models; (4) implementing curriculum
and teaching models: 26 freshmen of the education faculty, Silpakorn
University were randomly selected. Experimental design used was one group
pretest-posttest; (5) curriculum evaluation was determined by the
achievement scores, the students' attitudes and the effectiveness of the
designed curriculum; (6) the revision of the curriculum and teaching models
was examined by experts and by subject specialists.

Outcomes of this study: (1) the curriculum and related materials
of contemporary Thai society at the higher education level developed are
available for use; (2) after using the designed curriculum, the post-test
achievement and the attitude scores of the experimental group were higher
than the pretest scores at the significant level of .05, (3) the experimental
group and the instructor were both satisfied with the curriculum and the
teaching models developed by the researcher.
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
