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The purposes of this research were to survey the judgements of
seriousness of twelve types of crimes by pupils and students in Bangkok
Metropolis, to study the differences of these judgements according to
thirteen independent variables: sex, educational level, type of institution,
type of mass media recieved, frequency of crime news recieved, crimes'
victimization, acquaitanceship with- crimes' victims , father's and mother's
educational levels.father' and mother's occupations, family income and
duration of living in Bangkok, and to study the independent variables which
significantly predict the judgement of seriousness of crimes.

Results indicate that

1, Pupils and students judge sex crimes to be the most serious
type.

2, Pupils and students judge the seriousness of crimes, averaging
from the twelve types, significantly different according to the following

va.ria.bles

2.1 Sex: Females judge the seriousness of crimes significantly
higher than m”les. Cp<,001)

2.2 Educational level: Undergraduate students judge the
seriousness of crimes significa.ntly higher than pupils, (p <.05)

2.3 Type of institution: Pupils and students in the govern-
ment's institutions judge the seriousness of crimes significantly higher than
pupils and students in non-government's institutions. (p<,01)

2.4 Type of mass media recieved: Those who recieve crime news
from newspaper and television judge the seriousness of crimes significantly
higher than those who recieve only from newspaper. Cp <.01)

3, The independent variables which significantly predict the
judgement of seriousness of crimes, averaging from twelve types, are sex
(p = .14) and type of mass media recieved (p = .13) with a multiple correla-
tion of ,19. (p <,001)
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
