Selected cases of the Senate's role in the Ieglslatwe process is
made and it is found that most bills were apProved by the Senate without
amendﬂen%ccfme bills were amended and few bills were VedLoed., However most, if
not all, Dills passing the House to the Senate for 1ts decision were
initiated by the Government.

_ Inspite of limitations on personality and capacity of its members,
time and function, the Senate can play its legislative role quite
satisfactory. It may be under_heavr;]/ criticism sometimes, especially when
its decision was in conflict with that of the House. However, generally
speaking, the Senate' . role in the Ieﬁ_lslat_we process is in accordance
with thé rationale and justification behind its creationt Its veto power
which have been used sometimes 1S not without any reason because in most of
the cases as analysed here even the House and the public have agreed with it.
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
